Summary

[image: image22.png]The tertiary education sector is a diverse sector. Its provision ranges from informal, non-assessed community courses in schools through to four-year and longer advanced postgraduate degrees. It provides pathways for a large diversity of learners, from school leavers, to workers, unemployed, to students from overseas, to those pursuing an interest or hobby or more social interaction. It has the most diverse range of learning objectives, and the most diverse set of people and factors influencing it. 

Measuring participation is one important indicator of the performance of the sector. It measures access to increased learning opportunities, where students hope to take advantage of a range of anticipated benefits. These include the hope of a better job and more income, through to providing life-improving pathways for school leavers, unemployed, or those just seeking to pursue an interest, gain more social interaction, or do something ‘useful’ with their lives. There are recognised benefits to society as well from participation in tertiary education, including increased human and social capital, and increased productivity and growth.

However, participation alone is only an indirect indicator of these desired outcomes. Perhaps more important is being able to measure retention and completion, and ultimately the actual benefits that education has provided. However, in the absence of plentiful data in these areas, participation does provide a ready and useful, indirect indicator of performance.

This is the second year of this report on participation in tertiary education. Additions to this year’s report include information on Asian and Pasifika participation rates, in addition to Mäori rates, and a shift to reporting ethnicity on a total response basis, rather than the prioritised basis used previously. This year also includes new information on students with disabilities, and new analysis of students who enrol at more than one provider during the year, as well as an expanded section on international students.

As per last year, the report is limited to formally enrolled students only and, in the case of total year participation, to those formal students in providers that are funded through EFTS-based tuition subsidies, or who are approved for student loans and allowances. Participation in other parts of the sector is significant in terms of learners and strategic importance, but a detailed discussion of these parts is beyond the scope of this report. Participation in these parts of the sector is discussed only briefly in this report. 

2002 has seen the continuation of a period of renewed growth in the sector that began in 2000, following a period of low or negative growth from 1996 to 1999. Student numbers rose 11% (or 43,000) to reach 425,330 students enrolled at anytime during 2002. At 31 July 2002, the traditional student headcount day, there were 319,890 students, an increase of over 32,400 (or 11%) over July 2001. 

Over 14% of the population aged 15 and over were enrolled in tertiary education at some time in 2002, while on 31 July 2002, over one in 10 people aged 15 and over was enrolled in formal education.

While growth occurred over most (but not all parts) of the sector, growth was dominated for the second year running by Te Wänanga o Aotearoa. Growth at this provider accounted for 61% of all growth in 2002, making it now the fourth largest provider in terms of headcount at 31 July 2002, and the largest in terms of students enrolled during the year. All wänanga students numbered over 45,500 in 2002, and these three providers now account for 11% of the sector.

While enrolments at universities and polytechnics grew by 7% and 6% respectively in 2002, much of this was due to international students. Domestic students, nevertheless still grew by 4% and 3% respectively, the largest growth since the early 1990s.

Both increases in population and in rates of participation have contributed to growth in enrolments. However, the impact of each varied significantly across different groups. Overall, population growth contributed 17% of the increase in enrolments, with 83% due to increased participation rates. However, when Te Wänanga o Aotearoa and international students are excluded, the growth is 100% due to increases in population. For domestic university and polytechnic students, population growth contributed between 50% and 60% of the increase in enrolments, the rest due to increased rates of participation.

The PTE funding moratorium introduced in July 2001 has acted to halt growth in this part of the sector. After rapid growth from 1999 when funding caps were removed, growth in 2002 for domestic PTE students was just 0.2%, while total growth in all students at PTEs was 4% in 2002. For the third year in a row, participation declined at colleges of education (by 3%).

Strong growth continued in the number of Mäori and Asian students, on the back of significant growth in wänanga and international students. Of the 43,000 extra students in 2002, 70% identified with one of these groups. There were 2,500 extra Pasifika students (11% growth) and 20,000 extra Päkehä/Other students (8% growth).

The rate of participation in 2002 has increased from 19% to 22% for the Mäori population aged 15 and over. Even after adjusting for the younger age profile of the Mäori population, the propensity for Mäori to engage in tertiary study continues to be higher than for other groups. However, at degree level Mäori participation rates are only 75% of non-Mäori rates, while at postgraduate level they are just 60% of non-Mäori rates.

There were over 66,400 Asian students enrolled in tertiary education in 2002, making up nearly 16% of the student body. Of these 53% were domestic students and 47% were international students. Asian international students made up 78% of all international students and 8% of all students in total in 2002.

With international students included, Asian students have the highest rates of participation for any group at 28% of the population aged 15+. However, with international students excluded, the rate of participation for Asian New Zealanders aged 15+ was around 15%, slightly above the sector-wide rate of 14%. 

As with Mäori, part of this high rate is a natural consequence of a much higher than average younger population. After adjusting for these age differences, domestic students affiliating with Asian ethnic groups participated at a rate of 12% of Asian people aged 15 and over, less than the sector-wide rate. More than one in 10 Asians aged 15 and over was studying at degree level, the highest rate of any group, and over twice the sector-wide average rate.

Pasifika enrolments increased by 2,300 in 2002, and the rate of participation for students affiliating with Pasifika ethnic groups rose from 14% to 15% of Pasifika peoples aged 15 and over. Like Mäori and Asian populations, the Pasifika population is a younger population. If these rates are adjusted for this age difference, the rate of participation was 12%, less than the sector average of 14%. The difference is more marked at higher levels of study, where Pasifika students participate at 70% of the sector-wide degree-level rate, and just 50% of the sector-wide postgraduate rate.

Participation has increased across all levels of study, particularly at certificate and diploma level, where enrolments increased 15% from 2001. Certificate or diploma level is the highest level of study for three in five students (62%). However, much of the growth at this level is due to the success of Te Wänanga o Aotearoa. Excluding this provider, certificate level study increased just 4%, and less than the growth at degree and postgraduate levels. Nevertheless, even with this wänanga excluded, study below degree level still represents the majority of study (at 58%).

Participation in degree and postgraduate study also showed increased growth, at 5% and 6% respectively. Over 132,000 students were studying at degree level and 28,000 students at postgraduate level in 2002, the highest numbers and rates of participation ever.

Nearly two in five students in 2002 were aged 18-24, and just over one in three (34%) were aged 25-39. Over one in five (22%) were aged 40 and over, with the remaining 4% aged under 18. Rates of participation have been growing across all ages, but proportionately more at older ages. Following recent trends in New Zealand and developed countries overseas, the student population has been getting older. In 1994, students under 25 made up 52% of all students. By 2002, they made up 44%. The majority of this growth is due to increases in the propensity of older people to study rather than changes in population. In fact the population aged 25-39 has been declining in recent years. 

Mäori students tend to be older than non-Mäori; and under-represented in the 18-24 age group either. Pasifika students have a similar distribution to the sector-wide average, despite having a much younger population at large. Asian students (both domestic and international) are predominately younger, with 60% of all Asian students in the 18-24 group. Over 72% of international students are aged 18-24.

Participation by women continues to grow faster than for men. Nearly 57% of students in 2002 were women. Over 16% of women aged 15 and over were enrolled in tertiary education in 2002 compared with 12% for men. Women are more common in colleges of education (where over four in five students are women), and in wänanga (where nearly three in four students are female). 

There are more women across all levels of study, but proportionately more at degree level (32% of women compared with 30% of men), and proportionately less at sub-degree level (61% of women compared with 64% of men). About 7% of women studied at postgraduate level, the same proportion as for male students. Mäori women, however, who are two-thirds of all Mäori students, are significantly more likely to be studying at lower levels, often part-time and/or extramurally.

Women continue to be more common in education, health, and general foundation type fields. They are also more likely than men to be studying in food, hospitality and personal services fields, and in management and commerce fields. 

Conversely, men are more likely to be in fields related to engineering, architecture and building, agriculture and information technology.

The pattern towards part-time study, which began in 2000 after declines in the mid to late 1990s, continued in 2002, with growth in part-time study exceeding growth in full-time study. While there has also been increased growth in extramural study since 2000, intramural study still forms 78% of all study, slightly down from 2000, but still higher than the 72% of students studying intramurally in 1994.

There were nearly 40,000 international students in 2002, an increase of 48% over 2001, and continuing the trend of large growth that began in 1999 and 2000. Nearly half were at a university, a quarter at polytechnics, and a quarter at private providers. Nearly four in five international students were Asian, and well over two-thirds (72%) were aged 18-24. 

The single dominant feature of growth in international students has been in those students from China. Numbering just 100 in 1997, they have increased to 19,700 in 2002 and make up nearly half of all international students.

Students with disabilities are another growing part of the sector, with student numbers growing at between 20% and 25% a year since information was first collected in 1998. This group now makes up 4.5% of all students. Wänanga have been particularly successful at attracting students with disabilities into tertiary; nearly 11% of their students reported having a disability. Over a quarter of all students with disabilities were enrolled with a wänanga in 2002. Despite recent increases, however, it is estimated that people under 65 with disabilities participate in tertiary education at a quarter of the rate of people under 65 without disabilities.

After recent large increases, summer enrolments fell slightly in 2001/02 to number around 14,600. Three quarters of these were at public providers, with over half at universities. 

Around 6% of students enrolled with more than one provider during 2002. This was typically with two polytechnics, or with a polytechnic and a university, or a wänanga and a private provider. There were also between 2,600 and 2,800 students enrolled at either two universities, or a university and a private provider.

There is a wide difference in the percentage of each sub-sector’s total year students enrolled from month to month. This ranges from a fairly constant 90% of university students enrolled between March and November, through to a high of 62% of private provider students being enrolled in any given month. The month where most students are enrolled is July, when 81% of all students during the year are enrolled. The month where the least students are enrolled is January (24% of total year students).

In terms of international comparisons, New Zealand has an average participation rate for people aged 20-29, but higher than average rates for older ages. New Zealand’s rates at all ages are lower than those of Australia and Britain. Some care is needed in interpreting OECD measures of participation. While OECD measures such as net entry rate and expected years in tertiary present New Zealand in a good light (New Zealand’s net entry rate is the highest in the OECD), they tend to overestimate true entry and expectancy rates.

Introduction

New Zealand’s tertiary education sector is characterised by its diversity. Its provision ranges from informal non-assessed community courses in schools, through to four-year and longer advanced postgraduate degrees. It can range from basic foundation courses in how to write a cv through to training for dentistry or surgery, law or engineering. It covers part-time, self-paced learning done extramurally or on the internet, through to full-time classroom-based tuition. It covers training on the job, such as today’s modern apprenticeships, to training for the promise of a better paying job to come. It provides pathways for a large diversity of learners, from school leavers, to workers, unemployed, to students from overseas, to those pursuing an interest or hobby or more social interaction.

Apart from the 35 public tertiary education institutions, there are hundreds of other organisations that provide some form of tertiary education, whether part of formally assessed qualifications or otherwise.

New Zealand’s tertiary education is also currently characterised as being in a period of growth. The success of the wänanga (Te Wänanga o Aotearoa, in particular) in attracting first-time Mäori students into the sector has seen an explosion in Mäori participation at lower levels of the National Qualifications Framework. Total Mäori participation is significantly higher than other groups, even after accounting for the younger age structure of Mäori. At degree level and above, however, Mäori participation remains lower than non-Mäori. 

There was continued growth in international students. Numbering nearly 40,000 in 2002, they now make up nearly 10% of all students. In particular, there has been phenomenal growth in Chinese students (from 100 in 1997 to 19,500 in 2002). There has been growth also in part-time study, reversing a trend toward full-time study in the mid to late 1990s. 

In recent years, this growth as in many developed countries overseas, has been predominantly being driven by growth in enrolment rates (the percentage of population enrolled), rather than growth in population. However, since 2001 the main tertiary age population (18-24) in New Zealand has begun increasing again after declining in the mid to late 1990s, and now contributes more to enrolment increases, in some parts of the sector, than increased rates of participation. For example, while over the whole sector population increases accounted for less than 20% of enrolment growth, when Te Wänanga o Aotearoa and international students are excluded, population growth contributed all of the increase in enrolments.

However, consistent with the sector’s diversity, not every group is growing. Private providers, whose growth exploded in 1999 when funding caps were removed, have now all but stabilised as a result of the funding moratorium introduced in July 2001. College of education numbers have remained static or declined in recent years. 

Measuring participation is important as one indicator of the performance of the tertiary education sector in that it provides a measure of how well the population is accessing learning opportunities post-compulsory schooling. Success in tertiary education has been shown to provide benefits to the individual and to society not only in terms of increased employment opportunities and income, but also in terms of well-being and social capital.
 Trends in enrolments in the various levels of education are also indicators of how supply and demand of educational resources are balanced within New Zealand and other countries.

The Tertiary Education Strategy released in 2002 also makes clear reference to the importance government places on raising access in key areas and on having an increased role in steering where participation occurs. This includes, for example, specific access objectives in the strategy goals around foundation skills, and Mäori and Pasifika education, and in developing the skills appropriate for New Zealand’s needs.

Issues of access are also referred to in the government’s Pasifika Education Plan, where for tertiary there is a focus is on increasing participation and achievement, improving retention and encouraging higher levels of study.

The challenges faced by the current environment in New Zealand also are being faced to a degree overseas. From the OECD report, Education at a Glance: 

“As students become more aware of the economic and social benefits of tertiary education, entry rates into tertiary… education have risen. Continued growth in participation, and a widening diversity of backgrounds and interests of the people aspiring to tertiary studies, will require a new kind of provision. Tertiary institutions will need to meet growing demand by expanding the number of places that they offer and by adapting their programmes, teaching and learning to the diverse needs of new generations of students.”

However, participation alone is only an indirect indicator of performance. More direct, and perhaps more important indicators of performance are those such as student retention, progression and completion. Increased employment, incomes, well-being and social capital are also more direct indicators of tertiary sector performance. However, in the absence of plentiful data in these areas, measuring participation does take on a useful role in measuring goals in this area.

This report looks at participation in a part of the sector only, that part which provides study towards formally recognised qualifications. Participation in other parts of the sector is significant, in terms of both the number of learners and their strategic importance, but a detailed discussion of these parts is beyond the scope of this report. Participation in these parts of the sector is discussed only briefly in this report. 

This report follows on from last year’s participation report,
 but incorporates some new information. There is new information on rates of participation for Pasifika and Asian populations using recently released Census 2001 based ethnic population estimates and projections. Ethnic rates are now also reported on a total response basis, consistent with the Statistics New Zealand decision to move away from reporting on a prioritised basis (See section 5 for more on this).

New information is also included on students with disabilities, and on summer enrolments. There is new analysis on students enrolled at more than one provider, as well as on the changing patterns of enrolment from month to month. Information on trends, ethnicity and international students has been expanded to cover more fields, and a new section on international comparisons is included. 

All sections have been extended to include more information on enrolment numbers, percentage shares and growth, to complement the participation rates. As in last year’s report, both 31 July and total year statistics are included, and participation rates include age-standardised rates where relevant.

There are a reasonable number of definitional and quality issues affecting the data used and the subsequent analysis. The reader is encouraged to read section 5 on methods and definitions for a full explanation of these.

Participation in Tertiary Education

Trends in Total Participation

2002 has seen the continuation of a period of renewed growth in the sector that began in 2000, following a period of low or negative growth from 1996 to 1999. 

Student numbers rose 11% (or 43,000) to reach 425,330 students enrolled some time during 2002. On 31 July 2002, the traditional student headcount day, there were 319,890 students, an increase of nearly 32,400 (or 11%) over July 2001.

The best historical data on trends in student numbers exists for public provider enrolments at 31 July, shown in the graph below.

For a second year, the majority of this growth was in a single provider, Te Wänanga o Aotearoa. This institution grew from 16,000 students in 2001 to over 42,000 in 2002, an increase of 26,000 or 168%. Growth at this provider accounted for 61% of all growth in 2002, making it now the fourth largest provider in terms of headcount at 31 July 2002, and the largest in terms of students enrolled during the year. All wänanga students numbered over 45,500 in 2002 with the three wänanga now accounting for 11% of the sector.

The pattern of growth is different across the sector. While total growth was 11%, domestic students in public providers (excluding Te Wänanga o Aotearoa) rose just 2%, following a 1% growth in 2001. Universities and polytechnics had increased domestic and international growth, while colleges of education declined for the third year in a row (by 400 or 3%). After average annual growth in private providers in 1999 and 2000 of 40%, recent government policies have acted to slow growth in this part of the sector. Domestic students in private providers grew just 0.2% in 2002, and with international students included this sub-sector grew by 4% in 2002. The body of international students continues its recent large growth, increasing by nearly 13,000 or 48% to reach 40,000 in 2002.


The population aged 15 and over grew 2% in 2002, while the population aged 15-24 grew by 4%. The percentage of the population 15 and over who undertook tertiary study rose from 13.1% in 2001 to 14.3% in 2002. At 31 July, 10.5% of the population were enrolled in formal tertiary education. This is the first year where more than one in 10 New Zealanders aged 15 and over were in formal tertiary education on any single day. 

Increases in population and increases in rates of participation are currently impacting differently across different groups. Overall, population growth contributed 17% of the increase in enrolments, with 83% due to increased participation rates. However, when Te Wänanga o Aotearoa and international students are excluded, the growth is 100% due to increases in population, and the rate of participation in 2002 (excluding these two groups) was 11.6%, about the same as in 2001. For domestic university and polytechnic students, population growth contributed between 50% and 60% of the increase in enrolments, the rest due to increased rates of participation. 

The following table shows for different sub-sectors how much enrolment growth is due to increases in population versus how much is due to changes in rates of participation.

Sub-Sector

All sub-sectors, except colleges of education, had continued growth in 2002. Universities grew 7% to number 158,000, with domestic university students increasing by nearly 4%. Polytechnics grew 6% to number 147,800. Around half of the growth was in domestic students, half in international students. Despite this growth, university and polytechnic shares of total students fell slightly to 37% and 35% respectively.

Wänanga continued their significant growth from 2001, increasing by 26,000 students to reach 45,500 in 2002. Wänanga now represent 11% of all students who studied in tertiary institutions in 2002. The vast majority of these students (94%) were enrolled at Te Wänanga o Aotearoa. By contrast, the remaining two wänanga grew by 700 students (29%) and accounted for 2,900 of the 45,500 students attending wänanga in 2002. Wänanga students are virtually all domestic.

For the third consecutive year, colleges of education student numbers declined. They were down 400 (or 3%) to 14,300. This group makes up about 3% of all tertiary students. Just over 1% of students (190) are international.

With average annual increases of around 40%, private providers have been growing rapidly since 1999, and made up over 20% of all tertiary students in 2001. However, the effects of the moratorium on funding new growth introduced in July 2001 can be seen in 2002, with growth of just 170 domestic students (0.2%). Virtually all growth was in international students, whose numbers grew by 3,100. Total growth for this sub-sector was 4% in 2002.

Ethnicity

Strong growth in Mäori and Asian students continued in 2002, with increases of 22% and 28% respectively. Of the 43,000 extra students in 2002, around 70% identified with one or both of these groups.

In relation to the population aged 15 and over, Mäori and Asian students are over-represented, Pasifika student shares matches their population share, and Pasifika students are under-represented as shown in the figure below.

Figure 4: Participation in 2002 by Ethnic Group
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Over one in five (22%) of Mäori aged 15 and over participated in tertiary study at some time in 2002. Since 1999, the percentage of Mäori in tertiary has been higher than non-Mäori groups. Even after excluding all wänanga students and adjusting for the younger age distribution of Mäori, their rate of participation (13.2%) is higher than non-Mäori (12.8%).

However, over 80% of this study is at sub-degree level (mostly certificate level) and this proportion has been steadily increasing over recent years. By contrast, 57% of Päkehä/Other students’ study is at sub-degree level. It will be interesting to see what pathways these new students take in the next few years. While the number of Mäori students has grown (by a few hundred) at degree and postgraduate level, the rate of participation has remained the same at around 60% of the non-Mäori participation rates at degree level, and 52% of the non-Mäori rate at postgraduate level.

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Mäori students have the highest rates of participation of any group at ages 25 and over. While 46% of non-Mäori 18-24 year olds were in tertiary study in 2002, just under 35% of Mäori were. By contrast, 27% of 25-39 year old Mäori were in study compared with 16% non-Mäori. Mäori over 40 were three times as likely as non-Mäori to be in tertiary study in 2002 (16% compared with 5%). Participation by Mäori at older age groups has grown significantly since 1994, and partially reflects the success of wänanga and private providers in attracting Mäori with no previous tertiary education into tertiary study for the first time. 

When wänanga and private providers are excluded, Mäori participation rates are still the highest at ages 30 and over, but around 80% of non-Mäori rates for ages 25-39, and less than half the non-Mäori rate at ages 18-24. At universities, Mäori have one of the highest rates of participation among those aged 40 and over at both undergraduate and postgraduate levels. However, Mäori are only a third as likely as non-Mäori to be in the core 18-24 age group at a university.

Over 29% of Mäori students in 2002 were in tertiary for the first time that year, the highest proportion for any ethnic group. Pasifika students also had a high proportion of first-time students (28%) in 2002. By contrast, 22% of non-Mäori students were first-time students.

Much of this new growth in Mäori students was from people who were previously unemployed or not in the labour force. Of those who specified what their main activity was in 2001, nearly 37% were unemployed or not in the labour force, significantly higher than the 18% sector average. In the traditional core 18-24 age group, Mäori students are still less likely to come directly from school (22% compared with 32%).

As in previous years, Mäori women are more significantly involved in tertiary than Mäori men. 65% of Mäori students are women compared with 55% for non-Mäori. This holds for all ages, but is more marked at older ages.

Mäori are also more likely to be studying extramurally. Nearly one in three extramural students (33%) was Mäori, compared with 17% for intramural students.

With over 25,200 students identifying with a Pasifika ethnic group in 2002, this represented nearly 6% of all students, about the same proportion that the general Pasifika population aged 15 and over made up of all New Zealanders. 

The number of Pasifika students has been growing at about 3,000 a year in recent years. In 2002, over 15% of the Pasifika population aged 15 and over participated in tertiary education, up from 14% the previous year. The age structure of Pasifika peoples is similar to that of the Mäori population, and much younger than the rest of the population, with 29% of Pasifika peoples aged 15 and over, aged under 25, compared with 18% for the whole population of 15+ year olds. This younger structure increases participation in relation to other groups. When adjusting for this younger age structure, the participation rate for Pasifika for 2002 was 12%, the lowest of any group.

Of the 25,200 Pasifika students, around 70% studied at sub-degree  level (62% for all students). Pasifika students are under-represented at degree level and above. While numerically, Pasifika students grew by 500 at degree level and by 50 at postgraduate, the rate of participation at both these levels is less than the sector-wide average (at degree level, 4.0 per 100 15+ year olds compared with 4.5 for the sector, and 0.5 per 100 15+ year olds compared with 1.0 at the postgraduate level). When adjusting for the younger age structure of Pasifika students, participation at degree level is 70% of the sector-wide rate, while participation at postgraduate level is just half of the sector-wide rate.

About a third of Pasifika students studied at polytechnics, 30% at universities, a quarter at private providers, and around 11% at wänanga. Pasifika students studying at wänanga are more likely to identify also with the Mäori ethnic group. They have about the same proportion of female students (at 58%) as the total population. 


The number of Pasifika students has increased by 16,700 since 1999. Pasifika student numbers at private providers fell by 600 in 2002, reversing a trend from 1999 where private providers had the largest share of new Pasifika students. From 2001, and in particular in 2002, there has been a shift in growth of Pasifika students to wänanga. In fact, 31% of the growth in the number of Pasifika students (nearly 2,000) was at wänanga in 2002. The success of Te Wänanga o Aotearoa in the last two years and the moratorium on new funding at PTEs probably account for this shift in study for Pasifika students.

People identifying with Asian ethnic groups made up 8% of the population aged 15 and over in 2002, and around 9% of the domestic student body. When international students are included, Asian students make up over 15% of all students. About half (47% or 31,100) of the 66,400 Asian students in 2002 were international students. Of the total Asian population aged 15 and over, nearly 15% were domestic tertiary students in 2002, second to Mäori participation only. If international students are counted then the participation rate jumps to 28% and over twice the sector-wide rate of 14%. At degree level and above, Asian students (domestic or international) have by far the highest participation rates of any group.

The number of Asian students has grown 340% since 1994, and now makes up 16% of all students, up from 6% in 1994. Much of this growth has been from international students, but even if these are excluded, domestic Asian student numbers have increased over 200% from 5% of the domestic student body in 1994 to 9% in 2002.

Much of the high participation of New Zealanders affiliated with Asian ethnic groups is due to the younger age structure of this group. Around 46% of domestic Asian students and 76% of international Asian students are aged 18-24. This compares with 37% and 72% respectively for non-Asian groups. If the younger age structure for domestic Asian students was adjusted to match that of the total population, their rate of participation would be less than the overall rate (12% compared with 13%). 

In contrast to other groups, a clear majority of Asian students (53%) studied at universities in 2002, with the remainder at polytechnics (28%) and private providers (20%). 

Tables 3, 22-29, 32 and 41 in section 6 contain more information on participation by ethnic groups.

Age

Nearly two in five students (40%) were aged 18-24 in 2002, one in three (34%) were aged 25-39, over one in five (22%) aged 40 and over, with the remaining 4% aged under 18.

The student population has been getting older. In 1994, students aged under 25 made up 52% of all formal students. By 2002 they made up 44%. In 1994, there were around 38,600 students aged 40 and over in tertiary education, less than 3% of all people aged 40. By 2002 numbers had increased to 94,900 and the rate of participation had doubled to 6.0%. Students aged 40 and over now represent 22% of all students, up from 16% in 1994. Over the same period the whole 40+ population has increased by 200,000 or 21%, around 2-3% a year. The growth in older Mäori students has contributed about a third of this growth in older students. Growth has been across all levels of study. There were 27,000 students aged 40 and over studying at degree level and above, up 84% since 1994.

The current baby boomer population bulge is aged in the 50’s. The population blip from the children of the baby boomers is currently at secondary school, the main group of which is due to reach tertiary age around 2007 and 2008. The effects, however, can already be seen in the 15-17 age group, which has began increasing again in 2000, and more recently the 18-24 year old group which began increasing in 2001, after being in decline since 1994. In fact, in 2002 there was a significant increase in the number of 18-24 year olds, up over 15,000 or 4% from 2001. This increase is in part due also to migration, where the age group for the majority of international students is 18-24. Under Statistics New Zealand definitions, most of this group would be counted in the resident population. 

While the number of 18-24 year olds has increased only since 2001, their propensity to study has always been increasing steadily. In 2002, 38% of 18-24 year olds were at public providers, compared with 29% in 1994. When private providers are included, over 44% of 18-24 year olds were in tertiary education in 2002.

By contrast, the population aged 25-39 has been declining in recent years, down 50,000 since 1998. However, the number of students in this age group increased by 47,000 over the same period. The rate of participation for domestic students in this age group has risen from 10% in 1995 to 17% in 2002.

University is the most popular place to study for 18-24 year olds. Around 52% of all students studied at a university compared with a sector-wide rate of 40%. Around 55% of all university students were 18-24 the highest share of any sub-sector. Polytechnics were more popular for other age groups, which had 45% of all 15-17 year old students, 37% of 25-39 year old students, and 39% of all students aged 40 and over). 

Students at wänanga were much older than in other sub-sectors (80% over 25, compared with 61% in polytechnics, 59% at private providers, and 43% in universities). The age distribution for private providers and polytechnics was virtually the same, both having about a third of their students in the core 18-24 year old range, and more older, and more younger students than for universities and colleges of education.

Mäori make up about a quarter of all students outside the 18-24 year old group, but are under-represented in the 18-24 year old group. About 14% of 18-24 year old students are Mäori compared with 18% in the total population. When study below degree level is excluded the difference is even more marked, with just 7% of 18-24 year olds identifying as Mäori.

While Mäori tertiary students are both older and younger than the core 18-24 age group, Asian students are significantly more likely to be aged 18-24. Nearly 60% of Asian students were aged 18-24, compared with a sector-wide average of 40%. 

International students are more likely to be between 18 and 24 (72% compared with 37% for domestic students). 

In 2002, 58% of first-time students were 25 and over. In 1994, 58% of first-time students were under 25. 

Tables 4, 14, 22, 33 and 42 in section 6 contain more information on participation by age group.

Sex

Participation by women continues to grow faster than that of men. Nearly 57% of students in 2002 were women, up from 52% in 1994. Over 16% of women aged 15 and over participated in tertiary study at some time in 2002 compared with 12% for men. The number of women students grew by 28,000 (or 13%) compared with 15,000 (or 9%) for men.

While females make up between 53% and 56% of university, polytechnic and private provider students, four out of five college of education students were female, and nearly three in four wänanga students were female.

In fact, nearly a quarter (23%) of all female students were Mäori, and even after adjusting for the younger age distribution of Mäori women, over one in four Mäori women aged 15 and over participated in some form of tertiary education in 2002.

However, just 17% of Mäori women are studying at degree level or higher, compared with 45% for non-Mäori women.

There are more women across all levels of study, but proportionately more at degree level (32% of women compared with 30% of men), and proportionately less at sub-degree level (61% of women compared with 64% of men). About 7% of women studied at postgraduate level, the same proportion as for male students. Mäori women, however, who are two-thirds of all Mäori students, are significantly more likely to be studying at lower levels, often part-time and/or extramurally.

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By contrast, international students were more likely to be male, with 51% male compared with 42% for domestic students.

There continues to be a marked difference in gender split in some fields of study as shown in the table below.

Highest Level of Study

Participation increased at all levels of tertiary study in 2002 and, in particular, at certificate and diploma level, where nearly 265,000 students were enrolled at this level in 2002, up 15% from 2001. Nearly 9 per 100 people aged 15 and over studied at this level in 2002, over 62% of all participation.

Around 1% of the population 15 and over (28,200 students) studied at postgraduate level, up 1,700 (7%) over 2001. Similarly, there were 132,000 students at degree level, up 7,000 or 5% over 2001.

After a trend away from sub-degree study in the 1990s, recent growth in private providers and at wänanga has increased growth at this level, with the result that around 62% of all students were at this level. While this share is similar to the share of students at this level in 1994 (59%), student numbers at this level have increased from 146,000 in 1994 to nearly 265,000 in 2002.

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There has always been a traditional difference in the types and levels of study offered by each sub-sector. Universities, being more theoretical and research based, typically will have a higher proportion of students at degree and postgraduate level. In 2002, Over three in every 100 people aged 15 and over in New Zealand were studying for a degree, 77% of these students at a university, and over 98% at a public provider. There were 2,300 students studying for degrees at private providers in 2002. Nearly two in every three university students (65%), and over half of all college of education students (55%) were studying at degree level. Conversely, less than 2% of study at wänanga was at degree level or higher, less than 5% of study at private providers was at degree level or higher, and just over 15% of polytechnic study was at degree level or higher.

Conversely, study at other parts of the sector have traditionally been more vocationally based. Three-quarters of all sub-degree study was at a polytechnic or private provider. Wänanga study is nearly all at a certificate or diploma level. Just 700 (2%) of the 45,500 wänanga students were studying at degree level or above.

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Consistent with the growth in wänanga at sub-degree level is the higher propensity for Mäori to be studying at this level (over four out of five students (82%)).  This is in contrast to Asian and Päkehä students, of whom less than 60% were doing certificates or diplomas. 

It will be interesting to see what pathways these new students take in the next few years. While the number of Mäori students has grown (by a few hundred) at degree and postgraduate level, the rate of participation has remained the same at around 60% of the non-Mäori participation rates at degree level, and 52% of the postgraduate level.

Tables 8, 18, 26, 36 and 46 in section 6 contain more information on participation by highest level of study.

Field of Study

In 2001, the classification used to categorise field of study changed to the New Zealand Standard Classification of Education. This new method of classifying field of study makes comparisons with historic data difficult, and potentially misleading, hence a time-series analysis has been excluded from this report. In this analysis, field of study relates to the broad NZSCED field corresponding to the student’s highest level of study. NZSCED is principally assigned at a course level. Caution should be exercised in interpreting NZSCED data reported here, because of the fact that the NZSCED relating to the qualification of the student’s highest level of study may actually represent a range of different fields of study.

Study in society and culture-related fields was the most popular in 2002, with 29% of all students. Study in this broad field includes, amongst other things, law, economics, philosophy, sociology, history, language studies, human welfare support and services, and sport and recreation.

Study in management and commerce fields was also popular with nearly 17% of all students in 2002. 

Study in those fields broadly grouped as mixed field programmes continues to grow. These programmes include a number of foundation-related programmes, including literacy and numeracy, employment-related skills training, and social and life skills-related training. In 2002, nearly 11% of all students studied in this group of fields.

Other popular broad fields of study were creative arts (9%), health (8%), and education (7%). 

All science and technology-related fields combined accounted for less than 20% of students, with the most popular of these being engineering and related technologies. Just 3% of students were in information technology and less than 2% in the natural and physical sciences.

As discussed earlier, there are marked gender differences in what fields are studied (see figure 8). Similarly, there are noticeable differences in where students study for different fields. For example, over 80% of all students studying natural and physical sciences do so at a university, although these 6,400 students make up only 4% of all university students.

Not surprisingly, most study (75%) at colleges of education is in education-related fields, which makes up 36% of all tertiary study in education.

Private providers are the most popular places for study in agriculture, environmental and related studies (50% of all students in these fields), and food, hospitality and personal services, where along with polytechnics, over 95% of students in these fields studied.

Wänanga provided for over half of the students studying in mixed field programmes including employment skills training, social and life skills training, literacy and numeracy, and general foundation education. Together with this broad group, study in management and commerce, and society and culture-related fields accounted for over 92% of wänanga students.

Full-time and Part-time


Data on full- and part-time status for 2002 was not available on a total year basis at the time of publication, so all discussion here is based on 31 July 2002 enrolments, and total year enrolments for previous years.

There has been a trend since 2000 for increased growth in part-time study, reversing the trend of the mid to late 1990s. 

At 31 July 1994, part-time students made up 49% of all public provider students. At 31 July 1999, part-timers had fallen to 41%. A significant shift toward part-time study occurred after these years with annual growth of 7%, 14% and 12% in 2000, 2001 and 2002 respectively. At 31 July 2002, part-timers represented 44% of all students.

The trend is similar for total year students, except as might be expected, there is a higher share of part-time study, and annual growth rates are higher. Students involved in part-time study at any time in 2001 represented 51% of all students. This trend is similar across most sub-sectors, but has been particularly noticeable in wänanga and private providers (up to July 2001).

The tendency for part-time study varies across sub-sector. Universities have more full-time students (68% at July 2002), whereas 54% of students are part-time at private and other providers, 53% at colleges of education, 46% at polytechnics and 36% at wänanga.

Correspondingly, Mäori are more likely to study part-time than non-Mäori (50% at July 2002, compared with 44% for the sector). By contrast, Pasifika students are more likely to study full-time (65% at July 2002, compared with 56% for the sector). Asian students are predominately in full-time study (76%). Even if international students are excluded, 72% of all domestic Asian students studied full-time. Around 53% of students of Päkehä and other ethnic groups studied full-time, compared with the sector-wide average of 56% at July 2002.

International students are more likely to be studying full-time. Nearly 83% were in full-time study at 31 July 2002, compared with 53% for domestic students. Only 3% of all part-time students (4,700) were international, whereas international students made up 13% of all full-time students.

Tables 6, 16, 24, 35 and 44 in section 6 contain more information on participation by full-time/part-time status.

Intramural and Extramural

Over 94,000 students studied extramurally in 2002, an increase of over 13,500 or 17% over 2001. Around 22% of all students are extramural, a similar share as for recent years, but less than the 28% share in 1994.

There is a significant growth occurring in wänanga, in particular at Te Wänanga o Aotearoa. In fact 96% of the 13,500 new extramural students in 2002, and 58% of the 14,800 new extramural students in 2001 went to this wänanga. Nearly half (49%) of the 45,500 wänanga students were studying extramurally in 2002 compared with 19% for all other students. Nearly a quarter (23%) of all extramural students attended wänanga in 2002. To a lesser extent there has been reasonable growth in extramural study in universities and private providers (9% and 18% respectively). A quarter of all extramural students were at university in 2002, and 17% at private providers.

Polytechnics are still the most popular place for extramural study with 42% of all such students in 2002 (due in large part to The Open Polytechnic of New Zealand). However, unlike other parts of the sector extramural study at polytechnics has been declining by 5%-6% in the last couple of years.

Tables 7, 17, 25 and 45 in section 6 contain more information on participation by intramural/extramural status.

First-Time and Non-First-Time Students and Activity Prior to Study

In 2002 on average, one in four students (100,200 or 24% of all students) was studying for the first time. Of these, only a quarter (26%) came directly from school. Most first-time tertiary students came from the workforce (37%), or from being non-employed, retired, or beneficiaries (24%). The growth in international students since 2000 has seen a growing minority (13% in 2002) state their prior activity as being overseas. 

Prior Activity refers to a student’s main activity at 1 October in the previous year. Care is needed in interpreting trends, as many students’ predominant activity in the previous year, may be different from what they were doing at 1 October. Also, data on whether a student is new to tertiary or not has traditionally been less reliable than other fields.

As seen in the graph below, there has been a small shift away from first-time students coming direct from school, towards first-time students coming from overseas, or working a while, or after being unemployed.

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There is a marked difference in the percentage of first year students across sub-sectors. Around one in three, 35% of students at wänanga and 31% of students at private providers, are participating for the first time, compared with 25% at universities, 16% at polytechnics, and just 9% of college of education students.

The average age of first year students has been increasing. The number of first year students aged 40 and over has increased over 100% since 1994, compared with 30%-40% growth in other age groups over the same period.

Over 42% of all students, whether first-time or not, were in the workforce at 1 October in the previous year, and a further 18% came from the non-labour force (non-employment, beneficiary, retirement or house-person etc). Of all students, 17% came directly from school, and 10% from overseas. The remaining 13% were continuing their tertiary study from the previous year.

Tables 10-11, 20-21 and 28-29 in section 6 contain more information on first-time students and prior activity.

Highest School Qualification

Increasingly more students are entering tertiary study with no school qualification, or a qualification equivalent to Level 1 or Year 11 study (such as School Certificate). This trend is consistent with the growth in lower level study, both at wänanga and private providers, especially in foundation courses, literacy and numeracy, employment-related or social and life skills-related courses. 

This pattern reinforces the diversity of the sector and the success of some parts of the sectors in attracting back to study those people with little or no previous qualifications. Nearly half of all students in 2002, 149,000 or 46%, were in this group, compared with 61,000 (a third of all students) in 1994. 

There has traditionally been a large non-response in this field (24% in 2002). Hence caution should be exercised when interpreting too much from this data.

Table 12 in section 6 contain more information on participation according to a student’s highest school qualification.

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International Students

Nearly 40,000 international students were enrolled in tertiary education at some time in 2002. The number of international students increased by 12,900 (48%) over 2001. This continues a trend of large growth in international students that began in 2000. In the five years from 1994 to 1999, international student numbers doubled from 6,000 to 12,300. Between 1999 and 2002 the number of international students tripled again to reach 39,920.  International students now form around 9% of all students up from 2% in 1994.  By comparison, growth in domestic students was 9% in 2002.


Nearly half (18,900 or 47%) of international students were at a university in 2002, a further 12,200 (31%) studied at polytechnic, and a quarter (9,700) at private providers. Students at colleges of education and wänanga account for less than 1% of all international students. 

International students are predominantly Asian. Around 78% of international students identified with an Asian ethnic group, and made up nearly half (47% or 31,200) of all Asian students studying in tertiary education in 2002. 

The growth in Chinese students has been the single dominating feature in recent years. Chinese students have grown from just 100 in 1997 (around 1% of all international students) to over 19,700 in 2002, and now make up nearly half of all international students. 

Together students from Asian countries make up well over four out of five international students (32,900 or 82%). Other popular countries where Asian students came from were Japan (2,700 or 7%), South Korea (2,500 or 6%), India 1,700 (4%), and Malaysia (1,200, or 3%).

Although smaller numerically, the number of Indian students is also growing at a similar rate to students from China. In 1997, students from India numbered just 60 (less than 1% of all international students). In 2002 they had grown to 1,700, and now represent 4% of all international students, with India now ranking as the fourth most popular country for international students to come from.

Students from Europe made up the next largest group with 6% of the international student body (2,400 students). German students (at 700) make up the largest group from this region. Other popular countries were Britain, Sweden, Norway and France.

Students from the Pacific Region make up 5% of all international students (around 2,100 in 2002), mostly from Fiji, Tonga and Samoa. 

Students from the United States and Canada made up 4% of international students (over 1,600 students). In fact the USA was the fifth most popular country for international students in 2002.

International students are more likely to be aged 18-24. Over 72% of international students were aged 18-24 compared with 37% for domestic students. International students are more likely to be studying full-time. Nearly 83% were in full-time study at 31 July 2002, compared with 53% of domestic students. Only 3% of all part-time students (4,700) were international, whereas international students made up 13% of all full-time students. International students are more likely to be male than female (51% male compared with 42% for domestic students).

Perhaps interestingly, international students study in roughly the same proportions at each level of study as domestic students (61% at certificate and diploma, 31% at degree level and 6% (2,600 students) at postgraduate level.

Tables 30-38 in section 6 contain more information on participation by international students.

Students with Disabilities

Students with disabilities are another growing part of the sector. Since information on disability was first collected in 1998, the number of students with disabilities has grown from 7,700 (excluding private providers) in 1998 to 19,200 including private providers in 2002. 

The number of students with disabilities has been growing between 20% and 25% a year, and now represents 4.5% of all students, up from 2.8% in 1998.

Disability is typically by self-identification. The 2001 Disability Survey, run by Statistics New Zealand, is the best source for information on the population with disabilities.
 This survey also asked a number of education-related questions including whether respondents were enrolled in formal education. However, for the table below, students by disability status refers to Ministry of Education collected information, as this is a census. Population numbers by disability status are from the Disability Survey. Because of the different survey instruments, the following rates are estimates only.

Students with disabilities were under-represented at universities and colleges of education. Although numerically over a quarter (or 5,000) of students with a reported disability were at a university, these made up just 3% of all university students. There were just under 400 students with disabilities at colleges of education, making up less than 3% of all college of education students.

Wänanga have proven successful in attracting students with disabilities in recent years. By 2002 over a quarter of all students with disabilities (4,800) studied at a wänanga. Nearly 11% of all wänanga students had a disability (compared with 4% for the rest of the sector). However, polytechnics still had the highest share of students with disabilities (35% of all students with disabilities). By comparison, polytechnics also had 35% of all students without disabilities. 

The success of wänanga in attracting students with disability is also reflected in ethnic comparisons, where Mäori students make up 36% of all students with disabilities, compared with 20% of students with no disability. Similarly around 8% of all Mäori students were reported as having a disability, compared with an average of 5% for the sector. There were nearly 7,000 Mäori students with disabilities in tertiary education in 2002.

By contrast, Asian students were far less likely to report having a disability. Less than 1% (600) of all Asian students did so. There were just under 1,000 Pasifika students reported as having a disability, around 4% of all Pasifika students and 5% of all students with disabilities.

Given the increase in incidence of disability with age, then perhaps unsurprisingly, students with disabilities are more likely to be older than the general student body. Around 37% of all students (7,100) with disabilities were aged 40 and over, compared with 22% for students with no disability. Correspondingly, students with disabilities were less represented at ages 18-24, with 3% of all students at this age reporting a disability compared with the sector average of 4.5%.

Students with disabilities are also more likely to be female.  Over 61% were female, compared with the non-disability share of 58%.

Students with disabilities are more likely to study part-time (49% compared with 44% at July 2002) and be studying extramurally (30% compared with 22%).

Students with disabilities are more likely to be studying at certificate or diploma level (72% compared with 62%), and noticeably more are enrolled in mixed field programmes. These include amongst other things foundation-related programmes, including literacy and numeracy, employment-related skills training, and social and life skills related training. Study in these fields accounted for nearly 23% of all study for students with disabilities. Other popular fields of study were society and culture (26%), management and commerce (15%) and creative arts (9%), in proportions very similar to students with no disability.

Summer Enrolments

Around 14,600 students were enrolled in 830 summer school qualifications offered by 150 tertiary education organisations over the 2001/02 summer.
 Following the more than 100% growth in summer school students between 1999/00 and 2000/01, student numbers were down 8% in 2001/02, and there were 5% fewer qualifications than the summer previously. However 2001/02 levels were still significantly higher than the pre-2000 levels.

Together public providers made up three-quarters of summer enrolments, with just over half (52% or 5,600 students) in universities, with virtually all the remainder in polytechnics (47% or 5,000 students). Around 3,900 students (27% of all students) were enrolled with private providers, up around 800 from the previous two years. 

The largest providers were Massey University (with 2,200 or 15% of summer school enrolments), Victoria University of Wellington (with 1,100 or 8%) and University of Auckland (with 900, or 6% of summer enrolments). The largest polytechnic providers of summer school programmes were Bay of Plenty Polytechnic (640), Manukau Institute of Technology (530), and Wellington Institute of Technology with 470 enrolments. The largest private provider was Avonmore Tertiary Academy, with 600 summer enrolments, mostly enrolled in the diploma of transportation logistics.

In public providers, about 40% of qualifications were at the certificate level and 40% at bachelor’s level, with a further 11% at the diploma level. Not surprisingly, the vast majority of summer school study in private providers was at sub-degree level (certificate 87%, diploma 12%). In public providers, there has been a marked shift towards more degree level study, away from certificate and diploma level (from 11% at degree level in 1996/97 to 40% in 2001/02). Study towards a Certificate of Proficiency has remained relatively steady at around 430 (or 4%) of summer students.

The most popular fields of study were management and commerce, with 24% of enrolments, society and culture, with 18%, and mixed field programmes (general education, employment skills, social skills etc), with 15%. This is similar to non-summer school enrolments.

The most common sub-degree level study was in the food, hospitality and personal services, mixed field and engineering fields. The most common field of study at postgraduate level was in information technology.

Summer school students are more likely to be studying at a university, polytechnic or private provider. Nearly all (99%) of public provider summer qualifications are in universities or polytechnics. Around 27% of summer school enrolments are at private providers, compared with 20% for non-summer school PTE students.

Summer-school students have a similar sex and ethnic group distribution as non-summer school students, but have a slightly higher share of students aged 40 and over, and a larger share of under-18 students at private providers. 

Around 10% of summer school enrolments are international students, a similar share as previous years, and higher than the non-summer school international student share of around 7%.

Around a fifth of students (18%) studied extramurally over the 2001/02 summer. However, since the mid 1990s, the trend has been towards more campus-based summer school study. Summer enrolments at private providers are virtually entirely intramurally based.

Enrolment at More than One Provider

Most students enrol with one provider during the year. However, around 6% of students (28,600) were enrolled at more than one provider in 2002. Less than 1% of students were enrolled at more than two providers.

Enrolment Patterns across the Year

There is a wide difference in the percentage of each sub-sector’s total year students enrolled from month to month. This ranges from a fairly constant 90% of university students enrolled between March and November, through to a high of 62% of private provider students being enrolled in any given month. The month where most students are enrolled is July, when 81% of all students during the year are enrolled. The month where the least students are enrolled is January (24% of total year students).

Other Tertiary Participation

The scope of this report has been on students studying more than 0.03 EFTS (one week) a year towards a formally assessed qualification. The total year statistics also exclude formal students studying at private providers that do not qualify for EFTS-based tuition subsidies, or who were not approved for student loans and allowances. 

Participation in other parts of the sector is significant in terms of learners and strategic importance, but a detailed discussion of this is beyond the scope of this report, and is traversed only briefly in this section. 

Participation in these other parts of the sector includes:

· students whose total equivalent full-time formal study is less than a week

· non EFTS-funded or loans and allowances eligible private providers, including those providing:

· Youth Training and Training Opportunities programmes

· Skill Enhancement programmes

· Industry Training off-job training

· on-job training

· Modern Apprenticeships

· Gateway students

· Secondary-Tertiary Alignment Resource (STAR) students

· all non-formal adult and community education

· education at non-NZQA registered private education providers.

Many of these key parts of the sector are covered by a range of learners, providers, outcomes and funding sources, and many of the learners overlap more than one of these groups. 

As information is not collected at a student level for all parts of the sector, and because many of the groupings below overlap each other, a full count of participation in the tertiary education sector cannot currently be reliably estimated. However, broad estimates, where available, are provided below.

International Comparisons 

Differences in OECD and New Zealand Measures of Tertiary

In OECD international comparisons, tertiary education is defined according to the International Standard Classification of Education level (ISCED). Tertiary levels include levels 5A (bachelor’s, honours, master’s, postgraduate certificates and diplomas), 5B (diplomas, national diplomas) and level 6 (doctorates). ISCED levels 5A and 6 are grouped by the OECD as tertiary education type A. ISCED level 5B is grouped as Type B. In New Zealand, tertiary education has traditionally been measured as formal study at a tertiary education provider, regardless of their ISCED level.
 

As such, the tertiary sector as reported in OECD comparisons represents only about 50% of the students as measured in New Zealand education statistics, and reflects New Zealand’s performance in the higher education part of the tertiary education sector only. The remainder of the sector is reported as post-secondary, non-tertiary in OECD comparisons. The difference is significant when looking to draw inferences from international comparisons about performance on access to tertiary education, especially in light of recent growth in new Mäori students into lower level tertiary study. 

New Zealand’s current growth in participation is largely (over 90%) due to increases in the rate of enrolment rather than through population growth. This is particularly so at ages 25 and over. In two of the three OECD measures described below, this has a reasonably significant distorting effect, given the way these measures are defined. This is described further below.

OECD Enrolment Rates

Three measures of participation in tertiary are used in OECD comparisons- enrolment rates, expected years in tertiary, and net entry rates.

The enrolment rate measure uses enrolments as a percentage of population for three age groups (15-19, 20-29, 30-39, and 40 and over), and is shown below for selected countries.

This is the best of the OECD measures for comparing participation.
 It shows that New Zealand participation rates, at levels 5 and 6 at least, are only average at core ages, but higher at older ages, although not as high as Australia and Britain.

OECD Expected Years in Tertiary Education

In OECD comparisons this represents the expected number of years for which a 17 year old will be in tertiary education. It is calculated as the sum of the current enrolment rates for each age 17 and over. Single years are added for ages 17 to 29, while rates for ages 30 to 39 are based on the grouped rates for 30-34 and 35-39 respectively. The 40+ rate is based on the population aged 35-39 and multiplied by 5. As such it is an artificial measure. Note also that OECD comparisons are based only on study at levels 5A, 5B and 6. 

The graph below shows that in terms of expected years in education, New Zealand performs well. New Zealand is ranked third out of 28 OECD countries in terms of expected years in tertiary (levels 5-6), and above average for post-secondary non-tertiary level education. Current high participation especially for part-time, part-year study at older ages will tend to overstate true expected years, as such inflating this measure.

OECD Net Entry Rates

This measure represents the proportion of the population that will enter tertiary education over their lifetime. This is estimated by aggregating first-year participation rates for every age. Single years are added for ages 15 to 29, while rates for ages 30-39 are based on the grouped rates for 30-34 and 35-39 respectively. The 40+ rate is based on the population aged 35-39 and multiplied by 5. As such it is an artificial measure. It is possible with this definition for rates to exceed 100%. 

New Zealand has the highest reported net entry rate for the OECD countries reporting this (over 76% for type A and 41% for type B in 2000). With New Zealand’s current high and increasing first-year rates across all ages, participation using this measure currently adds to over 100%. The method of calculation of net entry rate for ages 40 and over also significantly understates entry to tertiary for older ages. 

Because of the limitations of this measure, and the nature of New Zealand’s changing rates in participation, further analysis of cumulative participation based on this measure has not been included in this report. Further work is needed to explore development of more longitudinally based measures of cumulative participation.

Methods and Definitions

Scope of Analysis – Formal Students

The scope of tertiary participation as used in this report relates to students aged 15 and over enrolled with a tertiary education provider in a formal programme of study of greater than 0.03 EFTS, regardless of level of study. 

As discussed in section 3, it does not present a full picture of tertiary education participation in New Zealand. Among parts of the sector excluded from this report are:

· for total year data, those formal students in private providers who are not eligible for EFTS-based tuition subsidies
 or student loans and allowances. However, July data includes these students

· students whose total equivalent full-time formal study in a year is less than or equal to a week

· students not studying towards a formal qualification (eg those enrolled only in Certificates of Proficiency)

· students at providers funded only through former Skill New Zealand (now TEC) funding streams, including Youth Training, Training Opportunities, Skill Enhancement, and all ITO only funded on- and off-job training

· all Modern Apprenticeships participation

· all STAR and Gateway students

· all non-formal study, including non-formal adult and community education and non-NZQA registered private providers.

Source of Student Enrolment Data

The source of the majority of student data in this report is the Single Data Return survey (SDR), an electronic collection administered three times a year by the Ministry of Education. Most of the students categorised as Type D Students
 from this survey are analysed in this report. These are defined as students studying more than 0.03 EFTS validly enrolled in a formal programme of study. Excluded from this are those formal students not studying as part of a recognised programme of study, including those enrolled in certificates of proficiency only. Any tertiary education provider who receives EFTS funding or is approved for student loans and allowances is required to complete a Single Data Return.

At the time of writing, data from the December 2002 return (ie total year 2002 data) was provisional.

Total Year and July-Based Enrolments

Of the three SDR surveys a year, two are used to provide two different measures used in this report, July-based and total year-based. July-based students relate to students enrolled on the day of 31 July. Total year-based students relate to students enrolled at any time during the year, and who may not necessarily be enrolled at 31 July. July-based counts provide a snapshot of the sector, and have been the traditional census day for counting formal students. Consequentially there is a much richer time-series available for this measure. 

Supplementing the 31 July statistics is information on formal students at non-EFTS-funded or loans and allowance eligible providers. Up to and including 2002, this information was collected via the RS20 survey administered by the Ministry of Education. In July 2002, there were around 12,500 formal students in this group.

Unlike July-based statistics, total year-based information is not available on those formal students enrolled in non-EFTS-funded or loans and allowances approved providers.  As a result, all total year rates in this report under-represent the true rate of participation in formal tertiary education over a year by about 0.5%. For July 2002 there were 12,500 students in non-EFTS-funded or loans and allowances eligible providers. This increases total July-based participation for non-Mäori by 0.3%, and by 1.0% for Mäori.

Double Counting of Students, Adjustments to Total Year Data

Collections of enrolment data prior to 2003 do not allow us to readily identify any student who was enrolled at more than one provider. In these cases a student will be counted for each provider they were enrolled in. This will lead to an overestimate of true participation rates. The introduction of unique national student numbers from 2003 will overcome this.

In July-based enrolments, therefore, any student enrolled concurrently at more than provider on 31 July will be counted for each provider they are enrolled in. This double-counting is estimated to be around 2%.

This double-counting is increased when considering total year participation. Section 3 showed around 6% of students enrolled at more than one provider during the year. However, this year as part of a wider project on retention and completion, an exercise was carried out, to statistically match students using various demographic and study characteristics. Results from this exercise have been used in this report to identify and adjust for likely students enrolled at more than one provider. 

In order to retain some comparability with previous statistics, data has not been adjusted for this double counting in 31 July based statistics. This adjustment, however, has been done for total year participation. July-based participation will therefore include a small overcount of students, relating to those who are concurrently enrolled in more than one provider at 31 July. 

An analysis of 2001 data estimated multiple counting of between 2% and 3% of students enrolled at 31 July. If this estimate holds, the total participation rate of 9.7% at July 2001 may have been closer to 9.4%.

There were an estimated 16,000 enrolments in 2002 that related to the same student in different providers. Adjusting for these reduces total student enrolments from 441,300 to 425,300 or by 4%.

This adjustment also affects sub-sector breakdowns. A student enrolled in providers covering more than one sub-sector will be counted in each sub-sector they were enrolled in. This applies to total year data only, and so students in all total year tables involving sub-sector will not add to the total.

Because of this statistical adjustment, all total year student numbers should be treated as estimates only.

New Zealand and OECD Definitions of Tertiary Education

The definition of tertiary as used in published Ministry of Education statistics is different from that used in OECD comparisons. For OECD comparisons tertiary is defined as all study at ISCED levels 5A (bachelor’s, honours, postgraduate certificates and diplomas), 5B (diplomas, national diplomas) and 6 (doctorates). Tertiary as measured this way contains just 50%-60% of the students as counted in New Zealand education statistics, and as used in this report. This is important when considering the large growth in sub-degree level study, which will include national certificates and other upper secondary level certificates at ISCED levels 3 and 4. See section 4 for more details.

Population Data

Population Estimates, Projections and Census

All participation rates are based on population estimates and population projections data produced annually by Statistics New Zealand. 

Population estimates represent the estimated resident population at either 30 June, or as the mean resident population over the year. The estimates are based on the 2001 Census population, and use annual births and deaths, and net long-term and permanent migration. 

Issues with Census Data

Population estimates and projections data were used in preference to Census data, because they more closely represent the resident population of New Zealand. Specifically, estimates and projections data: 

· includes an adjustment for Census undercount

· includes an adjustment for residents who were temporarily overseas on Census night

· is available annually, rather than five-yearly

· is based at 30 June rather than 5 March, so is closer to 31 July snapshot enrolment date

· is also mean-year based, providing a suitable base for total year rates.

Issues with Estimates Data

Population estimates data is available annually for Mäori. There are some quality issues with these estimates mainly due to the fact that migration data used to update the estimates is not collected by ethnicity. The estimates for Mäori are therefore based on projections, which may become less and less accurate as they move further away from their 2001 base. There have also been changes to the way ethnicity is collected both for Census, and births and deaths data. Population estimates are not currently available for other ethnic groups.

Use of Projections Data for Pasifika and Asian Ethnic Groups

Population projections are now available for Pasifika and Asian groups. These are 2001 Census-based and are available for the years 2001 on. Projections measure the same resident population as estimates, but unlike estimates, population projections represent estimates of future resident populations. As population estimates are not available (for any years) for Asian and Pasifika groups, and because Census information excludes a significant proportion of the resident population, population projections have been used in this report to estimate participation rates for the Pasifika and Asian population.

30 June and Mean Year Resident Populations

Population data is available on a 30 June basis, and as a mean population for the year. In this report the former has been used as a base for 31 July based participation rates, the latter as a base for total year rates. The choice of population base has a negligible effect on the rates.

International Students Residing in New Zealand

According to Statistics New Zealand definitions, an international student who intends to be in New Zealand for 12 months or more will be counted as resident. Therefore, in theory at least, population estimates will include the proportion of these students who are (intending) living in New Zealand for 12 months or more. Technically, that proportion of international students who aren’t resident should be removed from the calculation of the rates. However, this proportion is unknown, and for this report they have all been included.

For more information on population definitions and availability check the Statistics New Zealand website.

Measuring Participation Rates

Participation Rates

Actual participation rates (sometimes also referred to as crude participation rates) represent the number of students divided by the corresponding population. For example at 31 July 2002 there were 61,194 formal Mäori students aged 15 and over out of a total estimated Mäori population aged 15 and over of 379,550. This represents a participation rate of 17.2%.

Age-Standardised Participation

An age-standardised participation rate is one where all subgroups being compared are artificially given the same age distribution. 

As participation is highest in the 18-24 age group, standardising for age will remove any differences due to one group having a younger or older population than other groups. As such, it is an artificial measure, but it does provide an estimate of how groups might more fairly compare if they had the same age distribution.

For example, Mäori have relatively higher proportions of younger people, but participation by younger Mäori is less than that of younger non-Mäori. Age-standardised rates will therefore lower rates of participation for Mäori, and raise rates for non-Mäori. For example, the age-standardised total Mäori participation at July 2002 was 14.5% compared with a crude rate of 17.2%. (See also table 3 in section 6.)

For this report, rates have been standardised to the 2002 national population estimates as produced by Statistics New Zealand.

Cumulative Participation

This is a measure of what proportion of the population will have participated up to any given age. There are two measures, used for example in OECD comparisons, to measure this-expected years in tertiary education and net entry rates.

In OECD comparisons, expected years represents the expected number of years for which a 17 year old will be in tertiary education. Net Entry Rates measure the proportion of the population that will enter tertiary education over their lifetime. See section 4 and OECD (2003) for full definitions and issues with their application to the New Zealand environment. 

Because of the limitations, further analysis of cumulative participation based on these measures has not been included in this report. Further work is needed to explore development of more longitudinally based measures of cumulative participation. 

Ages to Include

All rates are based on the population aged 15 and over. Other options are using the total population aged 16 and over, 17 and over, 18 and over, or the population aged 0 and over, and restricting the upper age to some maximum, such as 65.

The choice of 15 as a lower age recognises a small but growing group enrolled at this age. At July 2001 there were over 750 15 year old students. Two-thirds of these were enrolled with private providers. This represented 1.4% of the estimated 55,400 15 year olds in the country. During all of 2001, over 1,600 15 year olds were enrolled with EFTS-funded or loans and allowance eligible providers.

The choice of 16 is more traditional and consistent with the age one can leave the compulsory school sector without needing an exemption. At July 2001, there were nearly 5,000 16 year olds enrolled as formal students, while during all of 2001, over 6,000 were enrolled with EFTS-funded or loans and allowances eligible providers. The choice of 15 or 16 as a lower age has the following impact on total participation:

In addition, there were several hundred people aged 14 and under, enrolled at July 2001. While some of these will no doubt be errors in the data, it is difficult to determine what proportion of these are valid. For the purposes of this work, any student with an age under 15 was reassigned a value 15 and over. The impact on participation rates is minimal. 

Using 0 as a lower age will provide a ‘true’ population rate. However in a policy sense, it will include a significant proportion of the population for which tertiary study is not meaningful. Using 18 as a lower age recognises more traditional entry ages from school to tertiary level study. However, this would exclude over 11,000, or 4% of all students, and would fail to recognise the growing importance of this age group in terms of transition, youth at risk, and in terms of measuring participation across the diversity of the tertiary education sector. No upper age limit has been used, recognising the small but growing group of students aged 60 and over and the importance of lifelong learning.

Ethnic Participation Rates

There are two major changes to the reporting of ethnic participation rates in this report.

First is the inclusion for the first time of Asian and Pasifika participation rates, using Statistics New Zealand Asian and Pasifika population projections now available for the years 2001 on. The availability of, and issues with, resident population information for Mäori, Pasifika and Asian groups is discussed above. Participation rates for Päkehä/Other ethnic groups, and non-Mäori have been calculated by subtracting relevant ethnic populations from the total national population estimates.

The second change to ethnic participation reporting is the inclusion of rates on a total response basis, rather than on a prioritised basis as reported previously. 

Total response basis means that students are counted in every ethnic group they affiliate with. Students can affiliate with up to three ethnic groups in the Single Data Return. This means that the total students affiliating with each group are fully recognised. The disadvantage is that because of this multiple affiliation, students cannot be totalled across groups to match the total number of students. 

Prioritised response basis is where just one of a person’s recorded ethnic groups is assigned, according a priority established by Statistics New Zealand. This priority assigns Mäori first, followed by Pasifika, followed by Asian, and other groups with Päkehä only as the lowest priority. This means, for example, that people affiliated with Mäori and any other groups will only be counted as Mäori. Statistics New Zealand is no longer reporting on this basis. For more information on ethnicity see the Statistics New Zealand website.

In this report, total response basis has been introduced for both July- and total year-based enrolments for 2000 on. Prior to 2000, ethnic data and hence rates are only available on a prioritised basis. 

However Mäori and non-Mäori rates on a prioritised basis are retained for historical comparison purposes. Note that prioritised and total response based definitions are equivalent for Mäori. 

In all ethnic tables for 2000 on, therefore, the numbers of students in each ethnic group will add to more than the total. However, the Mäori and non-Mäori groups will add up to the total number of students.

Students with Unknown Ages and Ethnic Groups

Non-response in the key demographic characteristics of students (age, sex and ethnicity) will result in artificially lower participation rates for different groups. In 1994, 0.5% of students had missing or invalid ages, and 1.5% of students had missing ethnicity values. In 2001 there were almost no missing values for age, but around the same level of 1.5% non-response for ethnicity. There are no missing values of sex in enrolment data.

Students with unknown values have been imputed a value (as is done, for example, for age and sex in the New Zealand Census of Population and Dwellings). In the absence of better information, all missing values were given a random value based on the distribution of specified ages or ethnicity for that year of enrolment. Two different distribution groups were used, one relating to domestic students, and one relating to international students.

Further imputation was done for those students in 1994 to 1999 whose ethnic group was coded as international student. In these cases, a random value based on the distribution of ethnicity for international students in 2000 was used.

For non-EFTS-funded formal enrolments in July-based data, a level of sub-degree was imputed for all records. Similarly, all such records were treated as domestic students. (These relate to around 12,500 students in non-EFTS-funded private providers.)

It is recognised that the age or ethnic distribution of students with non-response may well be different from those with specified values. If this practice is continued, further work may be worthwhile in this area.

Total Year and 31 July based

Total year refers to all students enrolled at some time during the year.

31 July based refers to all students enrolled on the day of 31 July.

Scope

All discussion relates to students aged 15 and over enrolled with a tertiary education provider in a formal programme of study of greater than 0.03 EFTS regardless of level of study. For all total year tables and for some July-based tables, data is not available for formal students with providers who were not eligible for EFTS-based tuition subsidies or student loans and allowances. Where this is the case, it is footnoted in the table.

Adjustments

Total year data has been statistically adjusted so that students enrolled in more than one provider during the year are only counted once (about 6% of students). For historical consistency this adjustment has not been made to July-based statistics.

Therefore all total year data should be treated as estimates only.

Private and Other Providers

Data on private and other providers is only included from 1999 on. In time series tables, therefore comparisons between 1998 and 1999 data are not strictly possible, and care is needed in interpreting trends between these years.

‘Other Providers’ refers to Other Tertiary Education Providers (OTEPs) where these providers received EFTS-funding or were approved for loans and allowances.

All students in private and other providers that did not receive any EFTS funding and were not approved for loans and allowances are excluded in total year data.

Ethnicity

All tables (both July- and total year-based) report ethnic group on a total response basis from 2001 on. Data before 2001 is on a prioritised basis (see section 5 for further explanation).

Data for missing ethnic groups and ethnic groups for all international students before 2000 has been imputed (see section 5).

Sub-Sector

In all total year tables, each student is counted in each sub-sector they were enrolled in. Hence totals in these tables will add up to the stated sector total. This applies to total year data only.

Non-Response

Missing ages and ethnic groups, highest level of study and domestic/international status have been imputed as described in section 5.

In many cases, information is not collected on a number of fields for non-EFTS-funded private providers. Where this is the case, they have been excluded from July tables, and so all numbers and rates relate to EFTS-funded/loans and allowances approved providers only (96% of formal students at July 2002). Where this is the case it is noted under the table.

The following summarises how non-response has been treated for each field:

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The number of tertiary students rose 11% in 2002, continuing a period of renewed growth that began in 1999





Over 425,000 students were in formal tertiary study during 2002, up 43,000 from 2001





At 31 July 2002 there were nearly 320,000 tertiary students up 32,400 from 31 July 2001





Over 14% of New Zealanders aged 15 & over were in formal tertiary study during 2002





At 31 July 2002, over one in 10 New Zealanders aged 15+ were enrolled in formal tertiary study





61% of the growth in 2002 was at Te Wänanga o Aotearoa, which is now one of the largest tertiary institutions in New Zealand





The funding moratorium introduced in July 2001 has acted to halt domestic growth at private providers. Virtually all of the 4% growth in 2002 was due to international students





Population increases contributed about half of the growth in universities and polytechnics…





And virtually all of the growth at private providers… 





But just 1% of the growth in wänanga…





And did not prevent colleges of education rolls from falling








Universities grew 7% in 2002, with the number of domestic students rising by 4%





Wänanga had continued significant growth in 2002, mostly at Te Wänanga o Aotearoa





Over one in 10 tertiary students is now enrolled at a wänanga 





For the third consecutive year the number of students at colleges of education fell





University is still the most popular place to study, but its share of students is falling, as the share of students at wänanga rises





Over 70% of the growth in 2002 was in Mäori or Asian students





Mäori participation continues to be higher than non-Mäori, but not at degree level and above





Mäori participation is higher at older ages, across all parts of the sector





However, for 18-24 year old Mäori, participation at university is only a third that of non-Mäori





There are more Mäori entering tertiary for the first time





There are almost two female Mäori students for every male Mäori student





Much of this gain has been in older Mäori women enrolling at wänanga for the first time, often as extramural students at certificate level








Over 15% of Pasifika peoples aged 15+ were in tertiary study in 2002. This is higher than the sector average of 14%








However, when the younger age structure is taken into account, the rate of participation in tertiary by Pasifika peoples is lower than other groups





Participation by Pasifika students at degree level is less than half of the sector-wide average





Since 2001 there has been a significant shift away from private providers to wänanga for Pasifika students





Asian students make up 9% of all domestic students and 78% of all international students, and 15% of all students





This high rate is largely due to the younger age structure of the Asian population. When adjusted for this, domestic participation is slightly less than average





Two in five students are aged 18-24, one in three is 25-39, one in five is 40+, and the remaining 4% are under 18





Students under 25 made up 52% of all students in 1994, but just 44% in 2002





From 2007 larger population increases in the 18-24 age group will see even more students in tertiary education





University is the most popular place to study for 18-24 year olds, but polytechnics are more popular at older ages





60% of Asian students are 18-24 compared with 40% for the sector





72% of international students are aged 18-24





57% of students in 2002 were women





In colleges of education four in every five students were female





In wänanga three in every four students were female





More women study at degree and postgraduate level than men





But Mäori women are more likely to be studying at certificate and diploma level than non-Mäori women





In contrast to domestic students, international students are more likely to be male





Women are more likely to be studying in education and health, men in engineering, architecture and agriculture





62% of students study at sub-degree level, 31% at degree level, and 7% at postgraduate level





Recent growth in wänanga and private providers has seen the share of students at sub-degree level rise in recent years





However, rates of participation at degree and postgraduate levels are at their highest levels ever





Nearly four in five degree students are at a university. Less than 5% of students at a private provider were studying at degree level or higher





85% of polytechnic students and 99% of wänanga students were studying below degree level in 2002





Study in the broad fields of society and culture, and management and commerce were the most popular, comprising 46% of students in 2002





Science and technology-related fields accounted for less than 20% of students in 2002





The growth in wänanga has also seen more people in foundation level programmes, including literacy and numeracy, employment-related skills training, and social and life skills-related training





Part-time study has been increasing faster than full-time study since 2000 reversing the trend of the mid to late 1990s





Part-time study is more popular at wänanga, whereas full-time study is more common in universities





83% of international students were studying full-time at 31 July 2002 compared with 53% of domestic students





Over one in five students in 2002 studied extramurally





96% of the new extramural students in 2002 were enrolled at Te Wänanga o Aotearoa. Nearly half of wänanga students studied extramurally





Polytechnics are the most popular place to study extramurally (due in large part to The Open Polytechnic of New Zealand)





One in four students in 2002 was in tertiary study for the first time





More people are now entering tertiary after having left school for a while





42% of students were in the workforce prior to study. 17% came directly from school





The increase in lower level study in recent years has also seen an increase in tertiary students with no previous school qualification





Between 40% and 50% of all students had no previous school qualification in 2002, compared with a third in 1994





There were nearly 40,000 international students in 2002, up 48% from 2001





Nearly half of all international students went to a university, 30% to a polytechnic, and the rest to a private provider





Asian students make up nearly 80% of all international students. In particular students from China have grown from 1% of international students in 1997 to 50% in 2002





The US was the fifth most popular source of international students after China, Japan, South Korea and India





International students are more likely to be aged 18-24 and studying full-time than domestic students 





Unlike domestic students, there are more male than female international students





There were around 19,200 students with disabilities in 2002, representing 4.5% of the total student body





Although the number of students with disabilities has been increasing strongly in recent years, the rate of participation by this group is less than a quarter of that of people without disabilities





Wänanga have been successful in attracting students with disabilities into tertiary study. Nearly 11% of all wänanga students had a disability, compared with 4% for the rest of the sector





Largely due to the success of wänanga, participation by Mäori students with disabilities is higher than other groups 





Less than 1% of Asian students had a disability, compared with 8% for Mäori and 4%-5% for other groups  





Students with disabilities are more likely to be older, female, studying part-time or extramurally, and at certificate or diploma level, than students without disability





There were nearly 15,000 students studying over the 2001/02 summer





Universities and polytechnics make up 75% of all summer study





Summer-school students have a similar ethnic and sex distribution as non-summer students, but have slightly higher shares of students over 40, and under 18





Around 28,600 or 6% of students studied at more than one provider during 2002





Students at more than one provider most commonly involved a university and a polytechnic, or two polytechnics





The month where most students are enrolled is July. The month with least students enrolled is January





OECD tertiary comparisons cover higher education, about 50% of NZ’s tertiary participation 





Internationally, NZ’s enrolment rate is only average at ages 20-29, but higher for older ages





The number of tertiary students rose 11% in 2002, continuing a period of renewed growth that began in 1999





Over 425,000 students were in formal tertiary study during 2002, up 43,000 from 2001





At 31 July 2002 there were nearly 320,000 tertiary students up 32,400 from 31 July 2001





Over 14% of New Zealanders aged 15 & over were in formal tertiary study during 2002





At 31 July 2002, over one in 10 New Zealanders aged 15+ were enrolled in formal tertiary study





Growth in wänanga and international students accounted for 93% of the increase in students in 2002





Domestic students increased by 4% in universities and 3% in polytechnics in 2002





For the third consecutive year the number of students at colleges of education declined 





Virtually all of the 4% growth at private providers in 2002 was in international students





Mäori participation continues to be higher than Päkehä and Pasifika groups, but not as high as Asian groups





Mäori and Pasifika participation is lower than other groups at degree level and above





47% of all Asian students were international students. Asian international students made up 78% of all international students





15% of Pasifika peoples aged 15+ were in tertiary in 2002, higher than the sector average, but lower than other groups at degree level and above





The numbers of students at degree and postgraduate level are at their highest levels ever, but made up fewer than two in five tertiary students in 2002





Students are getting older. Students under 25 made up 52% of all students in 1994, but just 44% in 2002





57% of students in 2002 were women. More women study at degree and postgraduate level than men 





There were nearly 40,000 international students in 2002 up 48% from 2001





Students from China have risen from just 100 in 1997 to 19,700 in 2002








Students with disabilities made up 4.5% of all students in 2002. 





New Zealanders with disabilities participate at less than a quarter of the rate of people without disabilities





6% of students enrolled at more than one provider in 2002





Internationally New Zealand has just average rates of participation for ages 20-29, but higher than average rates at older ages
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
