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Executive Summary

Introduction and objectives

The Arts in the New Zealand Curriculum requires secondary schools to provide rich learning experiences that will benefit student understanding in the key learning areas of the four strands of each Arts discipline (Dance, Drama, Music and the Visual Arts). The Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators Project, by facilitating such experiences, is intended to: enhance student understanding and achievement in arts education in the four disciplines of The Arts in the New Zealand Curriculum; encourage students to develop a better appreciation of the Arts; support and enhance school participation in Arts/cultural competitions or events; support links with the school’s Arts community; and (where an Arts Coordinator is employed) provide coordination and administrative support for the arts curriculum.

The Project is divided into two strands. Strand 1 provides an annual allocation for individual state and integrated schools which can be used to provide enriching Arts opportunities and/or to employ an Arts Coordinator to facilitate these opportunities. Strand 2 involves National Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators providing additional information for schools, through a web site and hard copy sent to schools, about opportunities in Dance, Drama, Music, and Visual Arts in each region. The project is in its third year, with an increasing number of schools participating in each round.

The purpose of this Evaluation is to assess how effective the Project has been in supporting Arts teachers and the Arts curriculum. Specific research questions focused on:

· implementation of the Project, including who is involved in the Project;

· effectiveness of Strand 1 of the Project in relation to the impact on teaching and learning;

· effectiveness of the National Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators (Strand 2);

· resourcing of the Project;

· effectiveness of milestone reporting (which schools provide to the Ministry); and

· suggestions for future improvements to the Project.

Method

The Evaluation of the Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators Project had a number of different components: 

· Compilation of a profile of schools involved in the Project in 2003 and a comparison with a profile of eligible schools (that is, all state and integrated schools with Year 9 to 15 students) that were not involved in 2003.

· Analysis of a 50% sample of May 2003 milestone reports to the Ministry of Education from schools involved in the Project. The analysis covered Arts discipline, type of opportunity/activity, Achievement Objectives, student participation, outcomes, and cost for the 1,024 opportunities/activities reported across the n=127 schools.

· A survey of a 50% sample of schools involved in the Project in 2003, involving Principals, Arts Coordinators, and Heads of Departments (HODs)/Teachers in Charge of the four Arts disciplines: Dance, Drama, Music, and Visual Arts.

· A total of 369 questionnaires were received – 94 Principal questionnaires (a response rate of 61%), 83 Arts Coordinators questionnaires (59%), and 192 HODs/Teachers in Charge questionnaires (37%). The response rates for HODs/Teachers in Charge of each Arts discipline ranged from 28% for Dance to 45% for Visual Arts. 

· The lower than expected response rate for the survey may place some limitations on the accuracy of the data. It is not, however, possible to quantitatively determine what these limitations are.

Implementation of the Project

In 2003, all state and integrated schools with Year 9 to 15 students (N=434) were eligible to apply for funding through the Ministry of Education’s Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators Project (the Project). Comparisons between the schools participating in the Project in 2003 and the schools that are not participating in 2003 show that, while a wide range of schools are participating in the Project, small schools, rural schools, composite and special schools, low-decile schools, and schools with high proportions of Māori or Pacific students were less likely to be involved in the Project in 2003.

Most of the schools involved in the Project in 2003 had been involved for two or three years – 43% had been involved for two years and 37% for three years.

Analysis of the milestone reports showed that, on average, fewer Year levels were included in any one opportunity/activity in Visual Arts than in the other three Arts disciplines. This suggests that opportunities/activities offered in Visual Arts were more targeted at students in specific Year levels.

Almost all schools involved in the Project in 2003 had employed an Arts Coordinator. Arts Coordinators were most commonly managed by the school Principal or the overall Head of Arts. However, some were managed by the HOD of one Arts discipline, which suggests a possible alignment with that discipline. The Arts Coordinators’ role generally involved all or most aspects of the role identified by the Ministry of Education. Notably, however, HODs reported that they were not always consulted regarding the role of the Arts Coordinators in the school. 

Data from the analysis of the opportunities/activities described in the milestone reports and the Principal questionnaire reveal that Dance and Visual Arts have received less focus through the Project than have Drama and Music. This may reflect either the opportunities/activities available to schools or schools’ choice to give greater focus to Drama and Music.

The data from the milestone reports suggest that, in the main, the Project supports large-scale initiatives, such as school productions and performances, together with arts-related competitions. The types of opportunities/activities offered under Visual Arts, however, showed a different pattern, with exhibitions – either external or of the students’ own artwork – the main focus. Reports from the responding HODs/ Teachers in Charge show that, over all the Arts disciplines, three of the four most commonly offered types of opportunities/activities involved students viewing a performance, an exhibition, or a workshop or demonstration by dancers, actors, musicians, or artists. The most common type of opportunity/activity that involved the students themselves was a performance, production, or exhibition of their work, based at the school.

Half of the responding HODs reported either that their school did not have an Arts policy for involving artists/performers in classroom opportunities, or that they did not know whether such a policy existed in their school. However, where such an Arts policy existed, the majority of HODs had had input into the policy. 

In making decisions about what opportunities/activities to provide to students, Arts Coordinators and HODs/Teachers in Charge of the Arts used information from a variety of sources. Information from the National Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators was a key source of information for Arts Coordinators but was used less frequently by HODs. While the Arts Coordinator was a major source of information for HODs, HODs also heavily used their contacts in the Arts community. 

A small majority of HODs assessed students’ needs when deciding which opportunities/activities to provide to students, and two-thirds of HODs focused on particular learning objectives “most of the time” or “always”. However, given that the Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators Project relates specifically to the curriculum, these proportions might be expected to be higher. 

For many of the opportunities/activities described in the milestone reports, no Achievement Objective information (strand and level) was identified. This may indicate that some schools are taking an opportunistic approach to the Project – identifying what opportunities/activities are available and fitting these into the classroom programme, rather than planning opportunities/activities around the classroom programme needs. 

Effectiveness of Strand 1 of the Project

Overall, the generally high level of agreement among Principals, HODs/Teachers in Charge, and Arts Coordinators with each of a number of statements presented indicates that respondents believed that the Project was supporting implementation of the Arts curriculum in the school. In particular, respondents consistently reported that involvement in the Project has broadened the range of Arts-related opportunities offered in the school or has provided a range of Arts-related opportunities.

However, the level of HOD/Teacher in Charge agreement with statements about the Project supporting the implementation of the Arts curriculum varied according to how general the statement was and whether it related to supporting them personally to implement the Arts curriculum. For example, HODs almost unanimously supported the statement that involvement in the Project had been worthwhile in supporting the Arts curriculum; however, agreement with the statements that involvement in the Project had helped HODs to teach the relevant component of the Arts curriculum and that the Arts Coordinator had assisted them by providing the information needed to support the curriculum was not as strong.

Principals, HODs/Teachers in Charge, and Arts Coordinators predominantly believed that having an Arts Coordinator in the school had freed up Arts teachers and/or reduced their workload. A less clear-cut response from HODs/Teachers in Charge, however, suggests that the degree to which Arts Coordinators have reduced the workload of Arts teachers may vary from school to school.

HODs/Teachers in Charge reported using a mix of assessment processes to evaluate each opportunity/activity provided through the Project, in terms of gains in student achievement, knowledge, skills, and understanding. However, respondents most often reported using an assessment process that evaluated the appropriateness of the opportunity/activity in meeting specified curriculum objectives. 

The large majority of Principals and HODs/Teachers in Charge agreed that the Project has increased the range of students in the school exposed to the Arts or has exposed students to new Arts-related skills or techniques. HODs/ Teachers in Charge were less likely to agree that Project opportunities/activities had fostered student awareness and appreciation of Māori art forms and that student understanding of the relevant Arts discipline in relation to diverse cultures had been promoted. 

Data on student outcomes from the survey reflect the opinions of those surveyed rather than actual data on any learning outcome gains for students. The survey respondents were generally of the view that gains had been made in student learning outcomes. However, this should be considered in light of the fact that little student outcome information was provided via the milestone reports and that respondents’ most frequent method of assessing gains in student outcomes as a result of the Project was to evaluate the appropriateness of the opportunity/activity provided in meeting specified curriculum objectives.

Arts Coordinators and HODs/Teachers in Charge were consistent in their view that the Project had assisted schools to develop or strengthen their links with the Arts community.

A high level of agreement was recorded by Principals and Arts Coordinators about general benefits of the Project for the school. It should be borne in mind, however, that the Arts Coordinators’ perspective may be influenced by such factors as perceived benefits to themselves and a desire to retain their position. 

Effectiveness of National Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators (Strand 2)

Arts Coordinators made extensive use of the information provided by the National Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators (NSSACs); however, Heads of Department made less use of these materials, perhaps relying on the Arts Coordinator to undertake this role. Specifically, the large majority of Arts Coordinators, but only two-fifths of HODs/Teachers in Charge, had accessed at least one of the NSSAC web sites. However, half of the HODs/Teachers in Charge had received hard copy information from at least one of the NSSACs.

Overall, Arts Coordinators and HODs/Teachers in Charge found the NSSAC web sites to be user-friendly. Also, about half of the respondents found the web sites and/or hard copy information they had accessed to be useful.

To gauge the appropriateness of the information provided by the NSSACs, Arts Coordinators and HODs/Teachers in Charge were asked to rate the extent to which the NSSAC web sites and/or hard copy information they had accessed had provided information that met their various information needs. Generally, for each of the information needs listed in the questionnaire, HODs/Teachers in Charge rated the extent to which their needs were met more highly than did Arts Coordinators. This may reflect differences in the ways HODs and Arts Coordinators used the information received. Results regarding specific assistance to rural schools in coordinating tours and visits suggest that the NSSACs provided such assistance on a limited basis, although Arts Coordinators and HODs/Teachers in Charge had differing views. This does not necessarily mean, however, that the NSSACs did not help rural schools in other ways.

Resourcing of the Project

As reported earlier, 1,024 opportunities/activities were described in the milestone reports to the Ministry of Education that were analysed by the Evaluation Team. Although the cost of each opportunity/activity described in the milestone reports was either not specified or unclear in nearly two-fifths of cases, where it was specified, the cost of each opportunity/activity varied considerably – from $0 to $8,000. 

The average (mean) cost was $432 per opportunity/activity, while the median was $171. A small proportion (3%) of the opportunities/activities listed in the milestone reports were funded by students. 

The level of funding given to schools involved in the Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators Project varies according to the size of the school rather than the cost of the opportunities/activities they are planning. The amounts of funding allocated to the 309 individual schools involved in the Project in 2003 ranged from $2,096 to $11,916. The mean amount allocated per school was $4,463; similarly, the median was $4,066. The total amount of funds allocated from the Project to schools at the time of the Evaluation in 2003 was $1,378,963.

The Ministry of Education has the expectation that schools will supplement the funding provided through the Project with funding or resources from other sources. The most common types of resourcing that responding Principals said their school would contribute in 2003 (over and above that provided through the Project) were equipment/materials for use in Project opportunities/activities, school funds towards Project opportunities/activities, and workspace/computer for the Arts Coordinator. Nearly half of the schools also contributed towards wages for the Arts Coordinator.

Effectiveness of milestone reporting

As a condition of receiving the funding as part of the Project, schools provide two milestone reports each year to the Ministry of Education. Arts Coordinators report significant involvement in the preparation of milestone reports for the Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators Project. Two-thirds of surveyed Arts Coordinators indicated that they write all or most of the report, and an additional one-sixth write parts of it. 

Given that the milestone reports demand some level of curriculum knowledge, the Ministry expected that the Arts Coordinator would complete the reports after pulling together the information required from the Arts HODs at the school. It appears, however, that not all schools are doing this, as only half of HODs/Teachers in Charge indicated that they were involved in the completion of the milestone reports. This proportion indicates that some HODs may not be taking responsibility for providing the data for milestone reporting. 

Ultimately, the milestone reports are intended to allow the Ministry to gauge, on an ongoing basis, the effectiveness of the Project in improving student outcomes in the Arts. Of interest to the Evaluation, therefore, is whether schools have provided the required information on the milestone reporting template supplied. Our analysis shows that reporting in each of the milestone reporting areas varies. The most accurate information provided relates to which Arts discipline is covered by the opportunity/activity and the type(s) of opportunities/activities offered – each reported on in at least 94% of cases. At the other extreme, there was a considerable degree of non-reporting on curriculum achievement outcomes for students (only 26% reported) and curriculum level of the opportunity/activity (47% reported).

One interpretation of these findings is that the Arts teachers who are completing the milestone reports may not be linking the opportunities/activities offered to their classroom programmes. However, considering these findings in light of the results from the survey of schools suggests that the main reason for variability and lack of clarity in the reporting of curriculum-based information may be the considerable involvement of Arts Coordinators in completing the milestone reports. 

Of most concern here is the lack of information provided in the milestone reports on learning outcomes for students. It is possible that the way this information is asked for and described in the milestone report template (and the exemplar provided) needs to be clarified to assist the staff who complete the forms.

Suggestions for future improvements to the Project

The most common suggestions from Arts Coordinators and HODs/Teachers in Charge for improvements to the Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators Project were for more time or hours to be allocated to the Arts Coordinator and/or more funding to be given to support the role. Because the amount of funding allocated to schools through the Project is not large (a mean of $4,463 for the year), schools have to choose between using the money to cover a small number of hours for the Arts Coordinator, using it to fund opportunities/activities, and using it for a combination of the two. Because of this, although the Ministry expects the funding to cover all disciplines, it is possible that some schools may choose to focus the funding on certain Arts disciplines and/or to use the funding for only part of the year.

Comments regarding the level of funding and the other suggestions for improvement are made in the context of general overall support and appreciation for the Project among survey respondents.

Introduction and Objectives

1.1 Introduction

The Ministry of Education has an ongoing concern to improve the learning outcomes of students in New Zealand schools.

The major challenge currently facing schools is to sharpen the focus on achievement for all students. Achievement provides a basis for success in further learning at school and in higher education and training. It refers to the knowledge, values, skills and attitudes that will be needed by the students of today to be successful participants in Aotearoa New Zealand and in a global economy. The challenge of raising achievement is borne out by international research that shows significant variance in achievement outcomes for different students within New Zealand schools, a variance greater than that between schools. This means that student performance can be improved in all New Zealand schools. (New Zealand Schools/Nga Kura o Aotearoa, Ministry of Education, 2001, p6.)
One aspect of the Ministry’s work in response to this goal of raising student achievement is the promotion of quality teaching. A major contribution to achieving this is through the development of teacher materials and through professional development and targeted funding which support the implementation of the curriculum and improvements in teaching practice.

These areas of work are managed by the Curriculum Teaching and Learning Group. The Curriculum Teaching and Learning Group administer several funding pools that provide access to additional funding that supports professional development for teachers and the development of materials for teaching and learning. 
Following the introduction of a series of new curriculum documents throughout the 1990s, the new curriculum statement The Arts in the New Zealand Curriculum was introduced to schools in 2000. Alongside the new curriculum, the Ministry also began work to establish the new NCEA qualification for secondary students.  

The Arts in the New Zealand Curriculum requires secondary schools to provide rich learning experiences that will benefit student understanding in the key learning areas of the four strands of each Arts discipline (dance, drama, music and the visual arts). Learning experiences may originate from any of the strands and levels and will often integrate strands and levels to:

…accommodate the diverse interests, abilities, needs and values of all students regardless of their cultural background or socio-economic circumstances. Such programmes will provide students with opportunities to learn about art forms from overseas and from within New Zealand, including those of Māori, the tangata whenua. (The Arts in the New Zealand Curriculum, Ministry of Education, 2000, p90.)

In addition to school-based experiences, this includes opportunities for students to participate in rich learning interactions with practising artists/performers, such as participating in skills-based workshops or demonstrations by artists, visiting art galleries, and viewing live performances or presentations. Schools are encouraged to collaborate in community projects that have an Arts component and to seek feedback and advice from practising artists when planning and undertaking new projects (including Artists in Residence projects). 

It is intended that, by facilitating such interactions, the Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators Project will:

· enhance student understanding and achievement in arts education in the four disciplines of The Arts in the New Zealand Curriculum;

· encourage students to develop a better appreciation of the Arts;

· provide coordination and administrative support for the arts curriculum (to ease the responsibilities of Arts teachers);

· support and enhance school participation in Arts/cultural competitions or events; 

· support links with the school’s Arts community.

The Project is divided into two strands. 

Strand 1 provides an annual allocation for individual state and integrated schools, which can be used to provide enriching opportunities associated with Arts education and/or to employ an Arts Coordinator who can facilitate these opportunities. Schools are advised that the Arts Coordinator role is not a teaching position, but a role that will support the Arts curriculum and the teaching staff in the school who deliver it. 

Since 2001, all state and integrated schools with secondary students have had the option of making an application to the Ministry of Education to participate in the Project. Each school signs a contract with the Ministry of Education that requires them to provide two milestone reports annually to the Ministry using the reporting template provided. The template requires schools to report on how the funds have been spent to meet the needs of the diverse range of students in their school and to enhance their understanding of in-class planned lessons. The milestone reporting format was designed to supply data that could be collated as evidence of the success of the Project in promoting student achievement. Included were the expectations for curriculum learning achievement, the numbers of students participating at each Year level, and an evaluation of the curriculum outcomes of the enriching opportunities offered to students through the Project. 

Under Strand 2 of the Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators Project, the Ministry of Education negotiates contracts for national or regional coordination in each of the four Arts disciplines of the provision of additional information for schools about opportunities (such as touring performances or artists, student workshops, exhibitions, etc) in each region. Such information is disseminated through dedicated websites and hard copy sent to all secondary schools. Providers are required to focus on providing opportunities for rural and isolated schools that do not have access to the same opportunities available to urban schools.

In 2003, the Project was in its third year, with an increasing number of schools participating in each round. The Ministry of Education now wish to evaluate how effective the project has been in supporting Arts teachers and the Arts curriculum. 

1.2 Objectives

Given the reason for the introduction of the Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators Project in 2001 (i.e., to support the implementation of the Arts curriculum), the overall objective of this evaluation was to evaluate how effective the Project has been in supporting Arts teachers to implement the Arts curriculum.

More specifically, the Evaluation sought to address the following research questions:
1. How are schools implementing the project?

a. Are they employing an Arts Coordinator?

b. How many years have they participated in the project?

2. What has been the impact of the Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators Project?

a. Has the project supported Arts specialist teachers in schools – for example, by reducing teacher workload (in providing opportunities that support the Arts curriculum)?

b. Have these opportunities extended learning opportunities/outcomes?

c. Have the opportunities enhanced links with Arts groups and institutions in the school’s community?

3. Has the project supported the implementation of The Arts in the New Zealand Curriculum, through increased:

a. Involvement and participation in the Arts?

b. Student motivation in learning in the Arts?

c. Quality of learning in the Arts (as perceived by the classroom teacher)?

4. What contribution from their own resources has the school made to the project?

5. In relation to Strand 2, have National Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators assisted teachers to find additional opportunities that have enhanced their planned in-class Arts curriculum programmes through their websites and information sent to schools?

a. What have they done to improve participation by rural students?

i. Have they provided schools with information about Artists and Performers who are prepared to travel?

ii. Have they coordinated tours and visits (for rural schools)?

iii. Have they provided information on competitions that rural schools may not be aware of?

b. Have the opportunities been readily accessible by Arts Coordinators in schools and teachers?

i. How user-friendly are the websites created for this purpose?

ii. If the website is not accessible by schools, have they been provided with information in hard copy format?

c. Have opportunities been other than what schools scoped for themselves?

d. Have they enhanced the classroom programmes?

6. What has been the impact of the Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators project on quality teaching and learning?

a. Have teachers planned programmes for student achievement using learning objectives from The Arts in the NZ Curriculum?

b. Have teachers assessed the outcomes resulting from the project?

7. How effective has the overall process of yearly milestone reporting on the specified template been in providing data about outcomes? Have school Milestone Reports provided the required information? 

8. How is the Project being implemented in schools (beyond the information covered in point 1)? 

a. What activities/opportunities are being offered?

b. Which Arts disciplines are covered (in 2003)?

9. What schools and students are accessing the Project?

a. Are the schools accessing the Project representative of all state and integrated schools with Years 9 to 15 students?

b. Are any specifically targeted types of schools (e.g., rural schools) sufficiently represented?

c. What Year levels of students are most commonly involved in opportunities through the Project? 

2. Method

2.1 Overview

The Evaluation of the Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators Project had a number of different components: 

· Compilation of a profile of schools involved in the Project in 2003; 

· Analysis of a sample of May 2003 milestone reports to the Ministry of Education from schools involved in the Project;

· A survey of a sample of schools involved in the Project in 2003, involving Principals, Arts Coordinators, and HODs/Teachers in Charge of the four Arts disciplines: Dance, Drama, Music, and Visual Arts.

Interviews with selected personnel in schools were originally planned, but it was agreed to forego this in favour of greater coverage in the survey questionnaires.

2.2 Analysis of school profile data

2.2.1 Procedure

Using the Ministry’s database of schools, information about the characteristics (e.g., school type, decile rating, school roll) of each school that was eligible to be involved in the Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators Project (that is, all state and integrated schools with Year 9 to 15 students) was compiled. Analysis was then undertaken to allow comparisons between schools participating in the Project in 2003 (N=309) with those not participating in the Project at that time (N=125).

2.3 Analysis of milestone reports

2.3.1 Milestone reports

Schools participating in the Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators Project are required by the Ministry of Education to complete two milestone reports annually and provide these to the Ministry. The Ministry provides a template for this purpose. The template requires schools to report on how allocated funds have been spent. Included in the template are: a description of the activities/opportunities provided through the Project, the intended curriculum achievement objectives (including strands and levels), the numbers of students at each Year level participating in the activity/opportunity, and an evaluation of the outcomes for students from the activities/opportunities offered.

2.3.2 Sampling

A sample of n=155 schools (50%) was randomly selected for the analysis of the milestone reports due May 2003. The list of schools in this sample was sent to the Ministry of Education, and all available May 2003 milestone reports for these schools were supplied by the Ministry. 

Of the n=155 schools selected for the analysis, n=132 had submitted their May 2003 milestone report in time to be included in our analysis (early/mid August). Of these, n=5 submitted a report that did not contain information about any opportunities/ activities already provided under the Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators Project in 2003
, leaving n=127 schools whose reports were included in the analysis.

2.3.3 Coding template

From the milestone reports received, a sub-sample of n=20 schools was selected and examined by the Evaluation Team. Using the analysis of this sub-sample as a guide, a framework and a coding template for the analysis of the milestone reports were then developed by the Evaluation Team in consultation with the Ministry. 

The coding template focused on each opportunity/activity offered in each school. This allowed analysis by discipline, type of opportunity/activity, Achievement Objectives, student participation, outcomes, and cost (where such information was supplied in the milestone report). A copy of the coding template is attached as Appendix B.

2.3.4 Procedure

This coding template was used to code the information schools provided in their milestone reports on each opportunity/activity offered. The information on each opportunity/activity was written onto the sheet, and these data were subsequently entered onto a database. Following cleaning of the database, analysis was undertaken of the data. 

A total of 1,024 opportunities/activities had been provided by the n=127 schools in the achieved sample, which is an average (mean) of 8 opportunities/activities per school. These opportunities/activities predominantly were in the Drama (30%) and Music (30%) disciplines, with fewer opportunities/activities in Visual Arts (21%) and Dance (18%)
. 

2.4 Survey of schools

2.4.1 Sampling

A sample of n=155 schools (50%) was selected from the N=309 schools involved in the Project in 2003. While the sample for the analysis of the milestone reports was a straight random sample, the sample for the survey was selected separately to allow rural schools to be over-sampled. All n=33 rural schools were selected, and a further n=122 schools were selected randomly from the remaining schools to make up the sample of n=155. To ensure representativeness of the sample, the sample was checked against the population of schools involved in the Project in 2003 in terms of decile rating and size (2002 roll).

2.4.2 Questionnaire design

Questionnaires were designed in consultation with the Ministry of Education. Three different questionnaires were developed – one for the Principal, one for the Arts Coordinator, and one for HODs/Teachers in Charge of the Arts disciplines at the school. Four versions of the HOD/Teacher in Charge questionnaire were developed, each with slightly different wording to tailor the questionnaire to the individual Arts disciplines.

2.4.3 Procedure

Once the questionnaires were finalised, they were printed onto varying colours of paper and mailed out to the selected sample of schools. The questionnaire package was sent to the Principal, who was asked to distribute the relevant questionnaires to the Arts Coordinator (if one was currently employed at the school) and to the HODs/ Teachers in Charge of the Arts disciplines that were supported by the Project in the school in 2003.

The return due date was set as 17 September 2003, which was the middle of the last week of Term 3. A reminder letter was sent to Principals early that week asking them to ensure all completed questionnaires were posted before the end of term. The original data cut-off date was set as 24 September; however, upon reviewing the response rates at that time, the cut-off date was extended until 20 October, just over two weeks into Term 4.

As a result of this decision, a second reminder letter was sent to all schools that had returned no questionnaires or only 1 to 4 of the 6 questionnaires sent to them. (Questionnaires returned blank were included in the count of returned questionnaires, as was advice received that we should not expect a questionnaire from a certain member of staff.) Some additional questionnaires (n=59) were received as a result of this second reminder.

Following receipt of the questionnaires, they were marked off on a returns database and edited/checked in preparation for data entry. Data were then entered (in Access) and the database was cleaned. Responses to open-ended questions were categorised by the Evaluation Team and codes for these categories were also entered into the database.

Data analysis was undertaken by the Evaluation Team (using SPSS).

2.4.4 Response rates

By the final cut-off date, a total of 369 questionnaires were received. Calculation of the response rates for the survey involved estimating the “populations” of Arts Coordinators and HODs/Teachers in Charge of each Arts discipline. The population of Arts Coordinators was defined as the number of schools with an Arts Coordinator currently employed. The population of HODs/Teachers in Charge for each Arts discipline was defined as the number of schools where that discipline was supported by the Project in 2003. Responses to a set of questions in the Principals’ questionnaire were used to estimate the populations of Arts Coordinators and HODs/ Teachers in Charge in the schools involved in the Project in 2003
.

The final response rates are as follows:

· Principal – 94 (out of 154), 61%;

· Arts Coordinators – 83 (out of 141), 59%;

· HODs/Teachers in Charge – 192 (out of 524), 37%.

The response rate for HODs/Teachers in Charge can be broken down as follows:

· Dance – 29 (out of 103), 28%;

· Drama – 47 (out of 138), 34%;

· Music – 56 (out of 149), 38%;

· Visual Arts – 60 (out of 134), 45%.

Although the response rates for Principals and Arts Coordinators are reasonable, the response rates for HODs/Teachers in Charge of the four Arts disciplines are low. As the response rate calculations are based on the Principals’ report of which Arts disciplines in the school were supported by the Project in 2003, the reasons for the low response rate are not immediately clear. 

The possibility that there was no HOD/Teacher in Charge of the discipline in the school, even though that discipline was supported by Project, may at least partially explain the low response rates for Dance and Drama, but does not appear to be a plausible explanation for the response rates for Music and Visual Arts.

The most likely explanation for the low response rates, particularly among HODs, is the timing of the survey, at the end of Term 3. At this time, teachers in secondary schools would have been busy with internal examinations, and this would have been especially the case for heads of departments.

The lower than expected response rate for the survey may place some limitations on the accuracy of the data. It is not, however, possible to quantitatively determine what these limitations are.

2.4.5 Weighting

As noted earlier (in subsection 2.4.1 above – Sampling), rural schools were over-sampled. The rationale for this was that, were a high response rate achieved, comparisons between rural and urban schools on some questions (particularly those related to Strand 2 of the Project) might be possible. As always when some groups are over-sampled, the data for the total sample must then be weighted to ensure that proportionality is restored and the over-sampled group does not have undue weight in the results. For the same reason, data are often weighted when response rates for certain groups within the sample differ notably.

Therefore, for the Principal and Arts Coordinator questionnaires, the data presented in this report are weighted by area type (rural, minor urban, secondary urban, and major urban). For the HOD/Teacher in Charge questionnaire, however, the data are weighted by both area type and Arts discipline to account for the differing responses rates by discipline.

2.4.6 Profile of responding schools

· Of the schools responding to the survey, the largest proportions had been involved in the Project for 2 years (43%) or for 3 years (37%) (Table 1).

· Responding HODs/Teachers in Charge were asked to identify the Arts disciplines for which they were responsible. As Table 2 shows, overall, fewer HODs/Teachers in Charge were responsible for Dance (34%) than the other Arts disciplines (41% to 44%). 

· Nearly a third (30%) of those responding to the HOD/Teacher in Charge questionnaire were responsible for more than one Arts discipline – for example, HODs/Teachers in Charge of Dance were also commonly in charge of Drama (45%) and vice versa (39%) – and 15% of all responding HODs/Teachers in Charge were responsible for all four Arts disciplines. It should be noted that, if a respondent was HOD/Teacher in Charge of two (or more) Arts disciplines, and these disciplines were both (or all) supported by the Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators Project in 2003, the respondent was asked to complete a questionnaire for each discipline. This will have resulted in some double-counting in the data presented in Table 2.

3. Implementation of the Project

3.1 Profile of schools participating in the Project in 2003

In 2003, all state and integrated schools with Year 9 to 15 students (N=434) were eligible to apply for funding through the Ministry of Education’s Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators Project (the Project). As in the previous two years, the Project was advertised in the Education Gazette and other media and the Ministry of Education informed schools of the Project individually. Of these schools, 309 (71%) applied to participate
 and were accepted on to the Project.

The following tables present a profile of the 309 schools participating in the Project in 2003, alongside profiles of the 125 schools that are not participating in the Project in 2003 and all 434 schools eligible to participate. These profiles are presented in terms of the school’s institution type, area type, decile level, total school roll, percentage of Māori students on the roll, and percentage of Pacific students on the roll.

Comparisons have been made between the schools participating in the Project in 2003 and the schools that are not participating in the Project in 2003.

The findings show that, while a wide range of schools were participating in the Project, small schools, rural schools, composite and special schools, low-decile schools, and schools with high proportions of Māori or Pacific students were less likely to apply to be involved in the Project in 2003. It should be noted that there are relationships between these types of schools: rural schools are often small schools and schools with high proportions of Māori or Pacific students are often low-decile schools
.

Key findings are as follows:

· Year 9 to 15 secondary schools were more likely to be participating in the Project – 64% of participating schools were Year 9 to 15 secondary schools, compared to 26% of schools not participating (see Table 3). Conversely, composite schools were less likely to be in the Project – 11% of those participating, compared to 37% not participating – as were special schools – 3%, compared to 18%.

· Rural schools were less likely to be involved in the Project – 11% of schools involved in the Project were in rural areas, compared to 19% of schools not involved (see Table 4). Schools in secondary urban areas were, however, more likely to be among the Project schools – 11%, compared to 3% of schools not in the Project.

· Low decile (decile 1–3) schools were less likely to be in the Project – 23% of schools involved in the Project are low decile, compared to 54% of schools not involved. Conversely, both middle decile (decile 4–7) and high decile (decile 8–10) schools were more likely to be in the Project – 49% of schools involved in the Project were middle decile, compared to 34% of schools not involved, and 28% were high decile, compared to 13% of those not involved. (See Table 5.)

· Small schools (i.e., those with a total school roll of 1 to 200 students) were less likely to be participating in the Project – 11% of participating schools were small schools, compared to 50% of those not participating. Conversely, large schools (those with 601 or more students) were more likely to be participating – 50% of participating schools were large schools, compared to 17% of those not participating. Medium-sized schools (201 to 600 students) were also more likely to be in the Project – 39% of participating schools, compared to 32% of those not in the Project. (See Table 6.) 

· Schools with a higher Māori student population – i.e., comprising 21% or more of their total roll – were less likely to be in the Project – 31% of participating schools had a high proportion of Māori students, compared to 60% of those not participating (see Table 7). Conversely, schools with lower proportions of Māori students in their population were more likely to be Project schools (see table for details). 

· In terms of Pacific student population, the pattern of difference between the schools involved in the Project and those not involved was less straightforward (see Table 8). Schools with no Pacific students in 2002 were less likely to be among the Project schools – 12% of Project schools, compared to 35% of non-Project schools. This means that schools with at least one Pacific student were well-represented in the schools involved in the Project (see table for further details). However, schools with higher proportions of Pacific students (8% or more) were less likely to be among the Project schools – 16% of schools involved in the Project had higher proportions of Pacific students, compared to 24% of schools not involved in the Project.

3.2 Establishing the Project in the school

3.2.1 Development of rationale/Arts policy

Nearly two-fifths of the responding HODs indicated that their school did not have an Arts policy that included a rationale for involving artists/performers in classroom opportunities, or procedures or protocols for involving artists/performers in classroom opportunities. In addition, a seventh of the respondents did not know whether such a policy existed in their school. 

However, where such an Arts policy existed, the majority of HODs had had input into the policy. This suggests that these schools had developed shared understandings of how visiting artists/performers might contribute to the classroom programme. 

· Less than half (47%) of the responding HODs/Teachers in Charge indicated that their school had an Arts policy that included a rationale for involving artists/performers in classroom opportunities and/or procedures or protocols for involving artists/performers in classroom opportunities (Table 9)
. Most commonly, these Arts policies included both these elements. However, 38% of respondents said that their school had no such policy, and 14% indicated that they did not know whether such a policy existed in their school.

· Of those who indicated that the school did have such an Arts policy, the majority (71%) said that they had had input into the policy (Table 10).

3.2.2 Liaison between Arts disciplines

There was strong liaison or collaboration among the Arts disciplines in the implementation of the Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators Project. However, there was less collaboration on writing the initial application and completing milestone reports. This could reflect that an individual within the school, such as the Arts Coordinator, collates the information for and milestone reporting from different Arts disciplines, and a similar process may be followed when completing the initial application. The findings may also indicate that the process of incorporating information from all four Arts disciplines into the application and milestone reports to the Ministry of Education may not be as thorough as the Ministry might expect. The findings reported in Section 7.1 provide further detail around milestone reporting. 

· Two-thirds (67%) of responding HODs/Teachers in Charge indicated that there had been liaison or collaboration between the Arts disciplines at the school on the planning of opportunities/activities for students (Table 11). In addition, over half (53%) said that there had been discussion between the disciplines about the expectations of the Project. However, fewer indicated there had been collaboration on the completion of milestone reports (40%) or writing the initial application to the Ministry (38%).

3.3 Implementing the Project in the school

3.3.1 Employment of an Arts Coordinator and their role

Almost all principals reported that their school had employed an Arts Coordinator. The Arts Coordinator was, on average, employed for 7 hours per week, across 31 weeks of the year. Thus, Arts Coordinators’ hours were generally spread out – a few hours a week over most of the year. Arts Coordinators were most commonly managed by the school Principal or the overall Head of Arts. However, some were managed by the HOD of one Arts discipline, which suggests that, in these schools, the Arts Coordinator’s role may be aligned with or focused on that discipline. In addition, a small proportion of the Arts Coordinators indicated that they had no manager, which raises questions about the planning and support for the role of the Arts Coordinators in these schools.

The Arts Coordinators’ role generally involved all or most aspects of the role identified by the Ministry of Education. HODs reported that they were not always consulted regarding the role of the Arts Coordinators in the school. It may be that, where HODs were not consulted, schools had determined the role based on some example descriptions provided by the Ministry in materials supporting the Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators Project.

· The vast majority (92%) of Principals reported that an Arts Coordinator was currently employed at the school (Table 12). (In addition, 3% said that an Arts Coordinator was employed in 2003 but was not currently employed.) 

Arts Coordinators reported that they were employed for an average of 31 weeks of the year in 2003. Although the length of their employment at the school ranged from 5 weeks to 40 weeks, a majority (63%) of respondents were employed in the role of Arts Coordinator for 31 to 40 weeks (Table 13).

· Responding Arts Coordinators were employed for an average of 7 hours per week (over those weeks for which they were employed in that role in the school). The number of hours Arts Coordinator worked in the role each week ranged from half an hour to 25 hours; however, nearly half (49%) of the respondents worked in the role for 5 hours or less per week.

· The responding Arts Coordinators most commonly reported that they were managed in their role by the school Principal (29%) or the overall Head of Arts (22%). Nearly a fifth (19%) were managed by the HOD of a particular Arts discipline, while 10% said they had no manager. (See Table 15.)

· Responding Arts Coordinators were asked which of a number of listed tasks their role involved. As Table 16 shows, high proportions of respondents indicated each task as being part of their role. The most common of these were organising or arranging opportunities/activities (94%), liaising (generally) with Arts teachers at the school (91%), contributing to Ministry of Education milestone reports (90%), and collaborating with Arts teachers regarding the types of opportunities/ activities needed to enrich the Arts curriculum in the school (86%). Also very frequently part of the Arts Coordinator’s role were accompanying students when attending events (80%), identifying potential curriculum-related learning opportunities/activities (77%), and accessing information provided by the National Secondary School Arts Coordinators (77%).

· The majority (72%) of HODs/Teachers in Charge said they had been consulted regarding the role of the Arts Coordinator in the school (Table 17).

3.3.2 Range of Arts disciplines covered

Data from the analysis of the opportunities/activities described in the milestone reports reveal that the Dance and Visual Arts disciplines have received less focus through the Project than have Drama and Music. This finding is supported to a large extent by Principals’ responses regarding which disciplines within the school have been supported by the Project in 2003. This may suggest either that the opportunities and activities available to schools were more likely to support Music and Drama or that schools have chosen to give greater focus to these disciplines – for example, through participation in school productions and regional or national Arts competitions (such as Rockquest).

The milestone reports required schools to identify the Achievement Objective
 that each opportunity/activity they offered came under (see section 2.3 for a description of the milestone reports and the analysis undertaken). Yet, for many of the opportunities/activities described in the reports, no Achievement Objective was identified. This may indicate that some schools are taking an opportunistic approach to the Project – that is, identifying what opportunities/activities are available and fitting these into the classroom programme, rather than planning opportunities/ activities around the classroom programme needs. If this is the case, opportunities/ activities may not be clearly linked to the classroom programme, which has implications for the assessment of student learning outcomes and teachers’ ability to identify any shifts in student achievement that may occur as a result of involvement in the Project.

· The opportunities/activities described in the milestone reports were predominantly in the Drama (30%) and Music (30%) disciplines, with fewer opportunities/activities in Visual Arts (21%) and Dance (18%)
 (see Table 18). 

· In the survey, almost all Principals (99%) reported that Music was supported by the Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators Project in 2003 (Table 19). The vast majority reported that Drama (91%) and Visual Arts (87%) were supported the Project. Dance was supported by the Project in a smaller proportion of schools (64%).

· For over a quarter (28%) of the opportunities/activities described in the milestone reports, no Achievement Objective was specified (Table 20). Most commonly, the Achievement Objective specified was from the Curriculum strand Communicating and Interpreting in the Arts (39%). In slightly fewer cases, the other three strands were specified – Understanding the Arts in Context (34%), Developing Practical Knowledge in the Arts (31%), and Developing Ideas in the Arts (28%). For a small proportion (3%) of opportunities/activities, another objective was given that could not be matched to an Achievement Objective.

3.3.3 Range of students involved

For over half of the opportunities/activities described in the milestone reports, curriculum level was not specified. If schools are not identifying the curriculum level or strand when they are planning activities/opportunities through the Project, then it will be very difficult for them to determine whether the Project is increasing learning outcomes or lifting achievement.

Differences observed in the involvement of students by Year level in the opportunities/activities described in the milestone reports showed that, on average, fewer Year levels were included in any one opportunity/activity in Visual Arts than in the other three Arts disciplines (see the fuller explanation of the differences given below). This suggests that opportunities/activities offered in Visual Arts were more targeted at students in specific Year levels.

As would be expected, in the schools participating in the survey, the mean numbers of students studying each Arts discipline were highest in Year 9 and decreased in the later Years of schooling (Years 10 to 13). On average, there were more students studying Music and Visual Arts than Drama or Dance in Year 9, but, in all later Years, Visual Arts had more students than the other disciplines. The mean numbers of students involved in opportunities/activities through the Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators Project do not, however, follow the same pattern. It appears, therefore, that opportunities/activities provided to Year 9 students are offered only to those who are taking the relevant elective/option subject at that time. Across Years 10 to 13, however, the opportunity/activity was offered to students other than those taking the relevant subject, with the exception of Visual Arts. Again, this may suggest that more targeted opportunities/activities were offered in Visual Arts. 

It should be noted that the data presented here provide a picture of the participation rates in opportunities/activities provided through the Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators Project. It is not possible to determine from these data whether participation rates in opportunities/activities of this nature have increased as a result of the schools’ involvement in the Project.

In 52% of opportunities/activities described in the milestone reports, the curriculum level of the opportunity/activity was not specified (Table 21). (For a quarter (24%) of the opportunities/activities, neither strand nor curriculum level was specified.) The curriculum levels most commonly specified were Level 5 (23%) and Level 6 (20%). 

· One part of the milestone reports asked schools to report on the numbers of students at each Year levels involved in the opportunities/activities provided. Analysis of the milestone reports found that there was considerable variation in the reporting of this information. Details of the numbers of students participating at each Year level were given for less than a third of all opportunities/activities. In other cases, partial details were given – such as which Year levels of students participated (without the numbers of students at each level) and/or total numbers of students involved (again without the numbers at each level) – but for 11% of opportunities/activities, no details were given. 

· About half (45% to 52%) of all opportunities/activities involved students in each of Years 10 to 13, while 36% of opportunities/activities involved students in Year 9 (see Table 22). Where students at each Year level participated in the opportunity/activity and information on the numbers of these students was provided, the average (mean) number of students involved were 37 at Year 9, 47 at Year 10, 36 at Year 11, 20 at Year 12, and 15 at Year 13. Where information was provided, the mean total number of students involved in an activity was 89. 

· The patterns of student participation in Dance, Drama, and Music opportunities/activities are quite similar (see Table 23). For Dance, 50% to 59% of opportunities/activities involved students in each of Years 9 to 13. For Music, 46% to 54% of the opportunities/activities involved students in each of Years 9 to 13. For Drama, 50% to 57% of opportunities/activities involved students in each of Years 11 to 13, with slightly fewer involving Year 10 students (43%) and fewer again involving Year 9 students (33%). 

· For Visual Arts, however, the percentages were lower – 31% to 39% of opportunities/activities involved students in each of Years 10 to 13, with fewer opportunities/activities (19%) involving students in Year 9. This indicates that each Visual Arts opportunity/activity generally involved students in only one or two Year levels, whereas each opportunity/activity in the other three disciplines generally involved students in two or three Year levels.

· Table 24 shows the mean number of students studying each Arts discipline at each Year level in 2003, and Table 25 shows the mean number of students who were involved in an opportunity/activity for each Arts discipline through the Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators Project. In Year 9, Music and Visual Arts had the highest mean numbers of students (154 and 147, respectively, compared to 89 students in Drama and 78 in Dance). However, in Years 10 to 13, Visual Arts had higher mean numbers of students (26 to 67 students, compared to 3 to 45 students across the other three disciplines).

· Where the mean number of students given in Table 25 is smaller than the mean number of students in the corresponding table cell in Table 24, this indicates that the opportunities/activities concerned were offered to only some of those studying that Arts discipline in 2003. On the other hand, where the mean number in Table 25 is larger than the corresponding mean in Table 24, we can infer that the opportunities/activities concerned were offered to other students in addition to those studying that Arts discipline in 2003.

· Thus, for all four disciplines, opportunities/activities were offered to only some of the Year 9 students studying the discipline in 2003. This was also the case for Visual Arts opportunities/activities offered to Year 10 to 13 students. Conversely, opportunities/activities provided in Dance, Drama, and Music were apparently (also) offered to students in Years 10 to 13 who were not studying the discipline concerned in 2003.

Range of opportunities/activities offered

The data from the milestone reports suggest that, in the main, the Project supports large-scale initiatives, such as school productions and performances (such as Rockquest and Stage Challenge), together with arts-related competitions. There is evidence here that a single event may incorporate a range of opportunities/activities across multiple disciplines. The types of opportunities/activities offered under Visual Arts, however, showed a different pattern, with exhibitions – either external or of the students’ own artwork – the main focus.

HODs/Teachers in Charge in the surveyed schools were asked to complete a questionnaire only if their particular discipline was supported by the Project. The fact that opportunities/activities had not been offered in 100% of cases indicates that the Arts discipline was seen to be supported in other ways, such as through support from the Arts Coordinator, or that opportunities/activities would be offered later in the year. Reports from the responding HODs/Teachers in Charge show that, over all the Arts disciplines, three of the four most commonly offered types of opportunities/activities involved students viewing a performance, an exhibition, or a workshop or demonstration by dancers, actors, musicians, or artists. The most common type of opportunity/activity that involved the students themselves was a performance, production, or exhibition of their work, based at the school.

· Overall, of the 1,024 opportunities/activities described in the milestone reports, the type of opportunity/activity most commonly reported was a school production or performance to an external audience (23%) (Table 26). Also commonly offered under the Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators Project were students entering competitions (such as art competitions or Rockquest) (15%), a visiting artist or group giving a performance (14%), and a visiting artist or group giving a workshop (12%).

· The three or four most common types of opportunities/activities offered under Dance, Drama, and Music were similar, although the patterns are different (Table 26). For Dance, the types of opportunities/activities most commonly offered were a school production or performance to an external audience (35%), students entering competitions (29%), a visiting artist or group giving a workshop (22%), and a visiting artist or group giving a performance (13%). Similarly, for Drama, the types of opportunities/ activities most commonly offered were a visiting artist or group giving a performance (22%), a school production or performance to an external audience (21%), students entering competitions (17%), and a trip to a performance or show (14%). The types of opportunities/activities most commonly offered in Music were similar: a school production or performance to an external audience (33%), a visiting artist or group giving a performance (15%), students entering competitions (13%), and a school production or performance to friends, family, students, or staff (10%).

· For Visual Arts, however, there was a different pattern, with the most common opportunities/activities being a trip to a gallery or exhibition (38%) and an exhibition of student artwork (10%).

· Table 27 shows the proportions of HODs/Teachers in Charge who responded to the questionnaire who indicated that opportunities/activities under the Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators Project were offered in their discipline in 2003. Music HODs/Teachers in Charge were those most likely to say that opportunities/activities had been offered in their discipline – 82%, compared to 71% to 75% for HODs/Teachers in Charge of Dance, Visual Arts, or Drama. 
Over all the disciplines, the most frequently offered types of opportunities/ activities were school dance/drama/music productions or performances at the school or exhibitions of students’ artwork at the school (67% of HODs/ Teachers in Charge reported this type of opportunity/activity), student trips to external dance/dramatic/music performances or art exhibitions (67%), and performances by dancers/actors/musicians, or exhibitions of an artist’s work, at the school (62%) (Table 28). Also common were visits to the school by dancers/actors/musicians/artists, to give a workshop or demonstration (55%) and students entering regional, national, or international dance/drama/music/art competitions (48%). Opportunities/ activities that focus on Māori or Pasifika were lower (29% and 19% of HODs/Teachers in Charge, respectively, reported such opportunities/ activities).

Decisions about opportunities/activities offered

In making decisions about what opportunities/activities to provide to students, Arts Coordinators and HODs/Teachers in Charge of the Arts used information from a variety of sources. Information from the National Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators was a key source of information for Arts Coordinators but was used less frequently by HODs. This may indicate that they relied on the Arts Coordinator to summarise this information or that the HODs did not have access to the Internet. While the Arts Coordinator was a major source of information for HODs, HODs also heavily used their contacts in the Arts community. 

Planning formats suggest that opportunities/activities offered under the Project are selected to meet specific curriculum-based needs. A small majority of HODs did assess students’ needs when deciding which opportunities/activities to provide to students and two-thirds focused on particular learning objectives “most of the time” or “always”. However, given that the Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators Project relates specifically to the curriculum, these proportions might be expected to be higher. 

· The most common ways in which Arts Coordinators identified what opportunities/activities could be provided to students were by referring to hardcopy information from the National Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators (80%), consultation with HODs/Teachers in Charge of Arts disciplines at the school (77%), consultation with Arts teachers at the school (75%), and consultation with the Arts community (72%) (see Table 29). Referring to the National Secondary Schools Arts Coordinator web sites was also common (62%).

· HODs/Teachers in Charge of the Arts most commonly made decisions about which opportunities/activities to provide to students by using information provided by the school’s Arts Coordinator (70%), through consultation with contacts in the Arts community (65%), and consultation with staff teaching the relevant Arts discipline at the school (63%) (Table 30). A small majority (60%) made an assessment of students’ needs and half (51%) consulted with students.

· When selecting the opportunities/activities, two-thirds (67%) of HODs/ Teachers in Charge focused on learning objectives that they wished to achieve with the planned classroom programme “most of the time” (46%) or “always” (21%) (Table 31). However, this leaves 30% of respondents who indicated that they focused on such learning objectives only “sometimes” or “never”.

4. Effectiveness of Strand 1 of the Project 

4.1 Supporting implementation of the Arts curriculum

The data presented in this subsection of the report mostly involved gauging respondents’ level of agreement with statements related to how the Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators Project might have supported implementation of the Arts curriculum in the school. In each case, over half of the respondents agreed with the statement.

The responding Principals, HODs/Teachers in Charge, and Arts Coordinators consistently reported that involvement in the Project has broadened the range of Arts-related opportunities offered in the school or has provided a range of Arts-related opportunities. 

The level of HOD/Teacher in Charge agreement with statements about how the Project might have supported implementation of the Arts curriculum in the school varied according to how general the statement was and whether it related to supporting them personally to implement the Arts curriculum. For example, HODs almost unanimously supported the statement that involvement in the Project had been worthwhile in supporting the Arts curriculum. However, agreement with the statements that involvement in the Project had helped HODs to teach the relevant component of the Arts curriculum and that the Arts Coordinator had assisted them by providing the information needed to support the curriculum was not as strong.

The statements presented to respondents to indicate their level of agreement were generally quite long, with a number of concepts to “take in”. Presuming respondents were able to “take in” these concepts, including the references to “Arts curriculum-related” opportunities/activities, the generally high level of agreement with the statements presented indicates that respondents believed that the Project was supporting implementation of the Arts curriculum in the school.

· The large majority (87%) of responding Principals agreed (“strongly agree” 44%, “agree” 43%) with the statement that involvement in the Project had broadened the range of Arts curriculum related opportunities/activities the school has provided (Table 32). Similarly, 85% of HODs/Teachers in Charge agreed (“strongly agree” 47%, “agree” 38%) that involvement in the Project had broadened the range of Dance/Drama/Music/Visual Arts opportunities/activities students have experienced (Table 33). A similar proportion (82%) of Arts Coordinators agreed (“agree” 45%, “strongly agree” 37%) with the statement that involvement in the Project had provided Arts teachers a range of Arts-related opportunities/activities to choose from (Table 34).

· The aspects of their role that Arts Coordinators considered to be most effective in promoting curriculum-related Arts opportunities/activities were sourcing, organising, and coordinating events, activities, or visits (38%) and liaison with or support for teachers (31%) (Table 35). Next most commonly mentioned was accessing or liaising with community arts networks (13%). 

· As Table 36 shows, the vast majority (93%) of HODs/Teachers in Charge agreed (“strongly agree” 63%, “agree” 30%) with the general statement that the Project had been a worthwhile project in supporting the Arts curriculum. However, only 56% of responding HODs agreed (“strongly agree” 31%, “agree” 25%) that involvement in the Project had helped them (personally) to teach the component (discipline) of the Arts curriculum that was relevant to them (Table 37).

· With regard to the role of the Arts Coordinator, 72% of HODs/Teachers in Charge agreed (“strongly agree” 35%, “agree” 37%) that the Arts Coordinator had assisted Arts teachers to select appropriate Arts events and learning opportunities to meet the curriculum needs of students (Table 38). However, as Table 39 shows, only 55% agreed (“strongly agree” 23%, “agree” 32%) that the Arts Coordinator had assisted them (personally) by providing them with the required information needed to support The Arts in the NZ Curriculum. A fifth (20%) of respondents indicated that they disagreed with this statement.

4.2 Impacts on Arts teachers 

4.2.1 Effects on teacher workload

Principals and Arts Coordinators predominantly believed that having an Arts Coordinator in the school had freed up Arts teachers and/or reduced their workload, and Arts Coordinators commonly strongly agreed with such a statement. However, while HODs/Teachers in Charge also commonly strongly agreed the workload of Arts teachers had been reduced, their overall level of agreement with such a statement was lower. It is expected that HODs/Teachers in Charge are more likely than Principals and Arts Coordinators to have an accurate picture of the extent to which teacher workload has been reduced by involvement in the Project. The somewhat equivocal response from HODs/Teachers in Charge suggests that the degree to which Arts Coordinators have reduced the workload of Arts teachers may vary from school to school.

· The large majority of responding Principals in schools where an Arts Coordinator was employed believed that having an Arts Coordinator had reduced the workload of Arts teachers (a total of 83% agreed with this statement – 29% “strongly agreed”, 54% “agreed”), and had freed Arts teachers from the role of identifying and coordinating Arts-related opportunities/activities (84% agreed – 31% “strongly agreed”, 53% “agreed”) (Table 40). Similarly, the large majority (78%) of Arts Coordinators agreed (53% “strongly agreed”, 25% “agreed”) that, as a result of their role as Arts Coordinator, involvement in the Project had freed up Arts teachers to focus on teaching (rather than organising opportunities/ activities) (Table 41).

A smaller majority (64%) of HODs/Teachers in Charge in schools where an Arts Coordinator was employed agreed (42% “strongly agreed”, 22% “agreed”) that having an Arts Coordinator in the school had reduced the workload of Arts teachers (Table 42). However, while their overall level of agreement that the workload of Arts teachers had been reduced is lower than that of Principals and Arts Coordinator, it should be noted that HODs most commonly “strongly agreed” with the statement.

4.3 Impacts on students 

4.3.1 Assessing student outcomes

HODs/Teachers in Charge were asked what assessment processes they had used to evaluate each opportunity/activity provided through the Project, in terms of gains in student achievement, knowledge, skills, and understanding. One would expect a mix of assessment strategies to be indicated in response to this question, and there is indeed a mix of strategies reported. Respondents most often reported using an assessment process that evaluated the appropriateness of the opportunity/activity in meeting specified curriculum objectives. Although this approach is important for planning, of the processes listed, it is perhaps the least likely to indicate gains in student achievement, knowledge, skills, and understanding. However, over half of the HODs/Teachers in Charge indicated they evaluated students’ application of the learned outcomes in the lessons following the opportunity/activity, which seems an appropriate way of assessing the effectiveness of the opportunity.

· Responding HODs/Teachers in Charge most commonly indicated that the assessment process they used to evaluate each opportunity/activity was the teacher’s evaluation of the overall appropriateness of the opportunity/ activity in meeting specified curriculum objectives (62%) (Table 43). Around half of the respondents each reported that they used the teacher’s evaluation of students’ application of learned outcomes in the lessons following the opportunity/activity (53%), students’ self assessment (48%), the teacher’s evaluation of individual student work within the lesson (46%), and class critiques within the lesson in which the opportunity/activity is given (42%).

· Of interest is that 12% of HODs indicated that they did not evaluate the opportunities/activities in any of the ways described.

Effects on student learning opportunities

The data presented in this subsection of the report relate to respondents’ opinions about whether the Project has increased the opportunities in the Arts available to students or whether it has increased students’ exposure to Arts opportunities/ activities of a certain nature. It does not necessarily follow from these findings that there is any change in student achievement, skills, or understanding as a result.

As with the findings presented in subsection 4.1 above, HODs/Teachers in Charge were more likely to agree with statements of a general nature regarding the provision of opportunities/activities through the Project and less likely to agree with statements around the provision of opportunities/activities of a more specific nature. 

In particular, only just over a third of HODs believed that Project opportunities/ activities had fostered student awareness and appreciation of Māori art forms and just over half believed that student understanding of the relevant Arts discipline in relation to diverse cultures had been promoted. In these two cases, it may be that Māori and other cultural forms of arts were not a focus for the Project in 2003, or it may reflect the particular opportunities/activities on offer over the period.

· Over three-quarters (78%) of responding Principals agreed (35% “strongly agree”, 43% “agree”) with the statement that involvement in the Project had broadened the range of students in the school exposed to the Arts (Table 44). HODs/Teachers in Charge were asked their level of agreement with a similar statement – that opportunities/activities offered through the Project had exposed students to new skills or techniques in the relevant Arts discipline – and 86% agreed (44% “strongly agree”, 42% “agree”) (Table 45).

· Regarding statements around the provision of opportunities/activities of a specific nature, however, HODs/Teachers in Charge were less likely to agree. 

· Over two-thirds (69%) the respondents agreed (38% “strongly agree”, 31% “agree”) that opportunities/activities offered through the Project had promoted personal self-esteem and confidence in students (Table 46). As Table 47 shows, regarding whether opportunities/activities offered through the Project had promoted student understanding of the relevant Arts discipline in relation to diverse cultures, 56% of HODs/Teachers in Charge agreed (21% “strongly agree”, 35% “agree”).

However, only 35% of HODs/Teachers in Charge agreed (15% “strongly agree”, 20% “agree”) that opportunities/activities offered through the Project had fostered student awareness and appreciation of Māori art forms (Table 48).

4.3.2 Effects on student learning outcomes

At the beginning of the Evaluation, it was intended that the key source of data on student learning outcomes as a result of schools’ involvement in the Project would come from the analysis of the milestone reports. However, as it transpired, no outcome information was provided for 70% of the opportunities/activities described in the milestone reports, and, in an additional 4% of cases, the information given was unclear. With such a low level of response, the information provided cannot be seen to reliably reflect outcomes for students, so it is not reported here.

Data from the survey, which are presented here, are limited in the sense that they reflect the opinions of those surveyed rather than actual data on any learning outcome gains for students. The respondents were generally of the view that gains had been made in student learning outcomes. However, in light of the fact that little student outcome information was provided via the milestone reports and that respondents’ most frequent method of assessing gains in student outcomes as a result of the Project was to evaluate the appropriateness of the opportunity/activity provided (refer Table 43), further research would be necessary before any conclusions about student outcome gains could be reached.

· In the opinion of 79% of the HODs/Teachers in Charge of the various Arts disciplines, opportunities/activities offered through the Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators Project had motivated students to learn more in the relevant Arts discipline (41% “strongly agreed” and 38% “agreed” with such a statement – see Table 49). Similarly, 86% of the HODs/Teachers in Charge believed that the opportunities/activities offered had increased students’ understanding of the relevant Arts discipline (38% “strongly agreed” and 48% “agreed” – see Table 50).

The majority (73%) of Principals agreed (30% “strongly agreed”, 43% “agreed”) with the statement that involvement in the Project had improved students’ learning outcomes in the Arts (e.g., achievement, understanding, motivation, attitudes) (Table 51). Similarly, 67% of HODs/Teachers in Charge agreed (30% “strongly agreed”, 37% “agreed”) that opportunities/ activities offered through the Project had contributed to higher levels of student achievement in the relevant Arts discipline (Table 52).

· When asked what elements of the Project had been the most effective in promoting student understanding, skill, and achievement in the relevant Arts discipline, HODs/Teachers in Charge most commonly said that this was sourcing, organising, and coordinating activities, events, visits, or productions (51%). A quarter (24%) said the most effective element was increasing the range of activities or broadening opportunities. (See Table 53.)

4.4 Other outcomes

4.4.1 Improving links with the Arts community

Arts Coordinators and HODs/Teachers in Charge were consistent in their view that the Project had assisted schools to develop or strengthen their links with the Arts community.

· Three-quarters (76%) of Arts Coordinators agreed with the statement that involvement in the Project had developed/strengthened the school’s links with the Arts community (39% “strongly agreed”, 37% “agreed” – see Table 54). Similarly, 79% of HODs/Teachers in Charge agreed (35% “strongly agreed”, 44% “agreed”) that involvement in the Project had developed/strengthened the school’s links with the relevant Arts community (Table 55).

4.4.2 General effects for the school

In keeping with most of the other data presented in Section 4 Effectiveness of Strand 1 of the Project, a high level of agreement was recorded by Principals and Arts Coordinators about general benefits of the Project for the school. It should be borne in mind, however, that the Arts Coordinators’ perspective may be influenced by such factors as perceived benefits to themselves and a desire to retain their position. 

· The large majority (81%) of Principals indicated their agreement with the statement that involvement in the Project had helped to develop a school-wide culture of appreciation for the Arts (35% “strongly agree”, 46% “agree” – see Table 56). Among Arts Coordinators, 90% agreed (66% “strongly agree”, 24% “agree”) that involvement in the Project had been worthwhile for the school (Table 57).

5. Effectiveness of National Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators (Strand 2)

5.1 Access and use of Strand 2

Arts Coordinators made extensive use of the information provided by the National Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators (NSSACs); however, Heads of Department made less use of these materials, perhaps relying on the Arts Coordinator to undertake this role.

· Arts Coordinators most commonly indicated that they accessed the web sites for the National Secondary Schools Arts Coordinator (NSSAC) Visual Arts (62%) and the NSSAC Drama (59%); this compares to 48% for the NSSAC Dance site and 49% for NSSAC Music (Table 58). A quarter (26%) said that they had not accessed any of the web sites. 

· Two-fifths (39%) of HODs/Teachers in Charge said that they had accessed the web site relevant to their discipline (Table 59). In a previous question (refer Table 30), 26% of HODs/Teachers in Charge said that they referred to the National Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators web sites when deciding which opportunities/activities to offer through the Project.

· Receipt of the hard copy information from NSSACs was also common among Arts Coordinators – 59% to 70% had access the hard copy information for Dance, Drama, and Visual Arts (Table 60). Fewer Arts Coordinators had received hard copy information for Music (44%), and 21% indicated that they had not received any NSSAC hard copy information. Just over half (53%) of the HODs/Teachers in Charge indicated that they had received the hard copy information relevant to their discipline (Table 61). In a previous question (refer Table 30), 33% of HODs/Teachers in Charge said that they referred to the hardcopy information from the NSSACs when deciding which opportunities/activities to offer through the Project; this equates to 57% of those indicating they had received the hard copy.

5.2 Usefulness of Strand 2

Overall, Arts Coordinators and HODs/Teachers in Charge found the National Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators (NSSACs) web sites to be user-friendly. Also, about half of the respondents found the web sites and/or hard copy information they had accessed to be useful.

To gauge the appropriateness of the information provided by the NSSACs, Arts Coordinators and HODs/Teachers in Charge were asked to rate the extent to which the NSSAC web sites and/or hard copy information they had accessed had provided information that met their various information needs. Generally, for each of the information needs listed in the questionnaire, HODs/Teachers in Charge rated the extent to which their needs were met more highly than did Arts Coordinators. This may reflect differences in the ways HODs and Arts Coordinators used the information received. Results regarding specific assistance to rural schools in coordinating tours and visits suggest that the NSSACs provided such assistance on a limited basis, although Arts Coordinators and HODs/Teachers in Charge had differing views. This does not necessarily mean, however, that the NSSACs did not help rural schools in other ways.

It should be borne in mind that the numbers of HODs/Teachers in Charge and Arts Coordinators responding to these questions on the extent to which the NSSACs had provided information that met respondents’ information needs were relatively low. Regarding the specific assistance to rural schools, the numbers were very low.

· Arts Coordinators who had accessed each of the web sites of the National Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators (NSSACs) generally found them to be user-friendly, with 77% to 85% rating each web site as “user-friendly” or “very user-friendly” (Table 62). Similarly, 81% of HODs/Teachers in Charge who had accessed the web site relevant to their discipline rated it as “user-friendly” or “very user-friendly” (Table 63).

· Generally, for each of the information needs listed in the questionnaire, a quarter to two-fifths of Arts Coordinators indicated that the NSSACs had provided information that met their needs to a “large” or “very large extent” (Table 64), while a third to a half of HODs/Teachers in Charge reported that the NSSACs had met their needs to the same extent (Table 66).

Specifically, 36% to 40% of Arts Coordinators and 50% of HODs/Teachers in Charge reported that the NSSACs had, to a “large” or “very large extent”, provided information on the sorts of curriculum-related opportunities they were seeking. Regarding provision of information about opportunities in the region that they were not aware of, 26% to 34% of Arts Coordinators and 43% of HODs/Teachers in Charge said that the NSSACs had done this to a “large” or “very large extent”. Similarly, 23% to 34% of Arts Coordinators and 48% of HODs/Teachers in Charge reported that information about opportunities that had not been readily available to schools in the past was provided to a “large” or “very large extent”. From 32% to 38% of Arts Coordinators and 46% of HODs/Teachers in Charge indicated that the NSSACs had, to a “large” or “very large extent”, provided information about artists and performers who are prepared to travel. 

Smaller proportions of Arts Coordinators (19% to 28%) and HODs/ Teachers in Charge (35%) said that the NSSACs had provided information the school was seeking about Māori, Pasifika, and other cultural forms of the Arts to a “large” or “very large extent”. Similarly, 22% to 29% of Arts Coordinators and 37% of HODs/Teachers in Charge reported that information they were seeking about contemporary Arts forms was provided to a “large” or “very large extent”. 

· Arts Coordinators and HODs/Teachers in Charge of the various Arts disciplines were also asked whether the National Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators had assisted their rural school by coordinating tours and visits. The numbers of respondents from rural schools was quite small, so the results presented (Table 65 and Table 67) should be viewed as indicative only. About half of the Arts Coordinators from rural schools who had accessed material from each NSSAC reported that the NSSAC had “not at all” assisted them by coordinating tours and visits (Table 65). Responses from HODs/Teachers in Charge were, however, less clear-cut: two-fifths indicated that the NSSACs had assisted in this way to a “large” or “very large extent”, while one-fifth reported that they had done so “not at all” (Table 67).

· About half of the respondents who had accessed the web sites and/or hard copy information rated them as useful. Specifically, 45% to 55% of the Arts Coordinators (Table 68) and 49% of the HODs/Teachers in Charge (Table 69) rated the web sites and/or hard copy information they had accessed as “useful” or “very useful”.

6. Resourcing of the Project

6.1 Costs of opportunities/activities

· As reported earlier, 1,024 opportunities/activities were described in the milestone reports to the Ministry of Education that were analysed by the Evaluation Team. Although the cost of each opportunity/activity described in the milestone reports was either not specified or unclear in nearly two-fifths (37%) of cases, where it was specified, the amounts varied considerably – from $0 to $8,000. 

· The average (mean) cost was $432 per opportunity/activity, while the median was $171
. A small proportion (3%) of the opportunities/activities listed in the milestone reports were funded by students. 

· It is not possible to undertake any meaningful analysis comparing the data from the milestone reports with the actual amount of funding given, as the data cover two different periods – the funding covers the first half of the 2003 year, while the milestone reports relate only to opportunities/activities undertaken up to May 2003.

6.2 Funds provided to schools

· The level of funding given to schools involved in the Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators Project varies according to the size of the school rather than the cost of the opportunities/activities they are planning. Specifically, the funding amount comprises a base amount of $2,000 and an additional component based on the number of students at the school. 

· The amounts of funding allocated to the 309 individual schools involved in the Project in 2003 ranged from $2,096 to $11,916. The mean amount allocated per school was $4,463; similarly, the median was $4,066.

· The total amount of funds allocated from the Project to schools at the time of the Evaluation in 2003 was $1,378,963.

· While the Ministry assists schools to fund the Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators Project, the amount of funding available for the Project is an area of concern to HODs and Arts Coordinators participating in this research. When asked to suggest improvements that could make the Project more effective for students, the largest category of comments from both groups related to the need for increased hours/time for the Arts Coordinator and/or more funding for the Project in schools (refer Section 8).

6.3 Additional resources contributed by schools 

· In their application for the Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators Project, schools are asked how they will contribute resources to the project. This may be in the form of facilities such as a workspace for the Arts Coordinator or in the form of funding for opportunities/activities. Thus, the Ministry of Education has the expectation that schools will supplement the funding provided through the Project with funding or resources from other sources.

· Responding Principals were asked what resources or funding – over and above that provided through the Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators Project – their school would contribute towards Project opportunities/ activities in 2003. The most common types of resourcing were contribution of equipment/materials for use in opportunities/activities offered through the Project (79%), contribution from school funds towards opportunities/ activities offered through the Project (76%), and provision of workspace/ computer for the Arts Coordinator within the school (75%) (Table 70). Nearly half (47%) of the Principals also said that the school contributed towards wages for the Arts Coordinator.

7. Effectiveness of Milestone Reporting

7.1 Personnel involved in completing milestone reports 

Arts Coordinators report significant involvement in the preparation of milestone reports for the Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators Project. From the survey of schools, two-thirds of Arts Coordinators indicated that they write all or most of the report, and an additional one-sixth write parts of it, while only a tenth said that they have no involvement. These data support the findings reported earlier in this report regarding the role of the Arts Coordinator (refer subsection 3.3.1), specifically that 90% contributed to the milestone reporting.

Although writing milestone reports is clearly part of what the Arts Coordinator is employed to do, given that the reports demand some level of curriculum knowledge – in identifying the curriculum learning intentions (Achievement Objectives, curriculum strand, and level) of opportunities/activities and evaluating student achievement outcomes as a result of participating in the opportunity/activity – the Ministry expected that the Arts Coordinator would complete the reports after pulling together the information required from the Arts HODs at the school. If the milestone reports are not written by specialist Arts teachers or HODs, the information required to complete the report certainly needs to be collected from them.

Nevertheless, only half of HODs/Teachers in Charge indicated that they were involved in the completion of the milestone reports. This proportion indicates that some HODs may not be taking responsibility for providing the data for milestone reporting. 

The large majority (88%) of Arts Coordinators (Table 71) and two-thirds (66%) of HODs/Teachers in Charge (Table 73) of the various Arts disciplines said that they were aware of the reporting requirements for the Milestone reports for the Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators Project for the Ministry of Education. Over half of HODs/Teachers in Charge agreed (36% “strongly agree”, 21% “agree”) that the Arts Coordinator understood the reporting requirements of the milestone reports; however, a fifth (19%) said that they did not know or felt that the question was not applicable to them (Table 72).

When asked about their level of involvement in the completion of the Ministry’s milestone report, two-thirds (66%) of responding Arts Coordinators reported that they write all or most of the milestone report for the Ministry of Education themselves (although they may have the information provided to them), and an additional 16% said that they write parts of the report (Table 74). Furthermore, 40% of the respondents said that they gather from Arts teachers the information required to complete the report. Only 10% of Arts Coordinators indicated that they had no involvement in completing the milestone reports. 

Over half (56%) of HODs/Teachers in Charge
 reported that they were involved in the completion of the Ministry’s milestone reports (Table 75).

7.2 Evaluation of information provided in milestone reports

As a condition of receiving the funding as part of the Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators Project, schools agree to provide two milestone reports each year that they are involved. The milestone reports are a way for the Ministry of Education to monitor the opportunities/activities schools are providing through the Project and to help inform the Ministry whether the money allocated to schools has been well spent. Through the milestone reports, the Ministry can determine the extent to which schools are planning their opportunities/activities in relation to the curriculum strands and levels, the number of students participating at each level, and the extent to which they are assessing outcomes for students as a result. Ultimately, the intention is that the milestone reports will allow the Ministry to gauge, on an ongoing basis, the effectiveness of the Project in improving student outcomes in the Arts. 

Of interest to the Evaluation, therefore, is whether schools have provided the required information on the milestone reporting template supplied. The indicators of this are whether schools have provided information in their milestone reports on: which Arts discipline is covered by the opportunity/activity, which Achievement Objective(s)/strand and level the opportunity/activity is planned to meet, the type(s) of opportunities/ activities offered, the numbers of students participating at each Year level, learning outcomes for students, and the cost of each opportunity/activity. 

Our analysis shows that reporting in each of the above areas varies. The most accurate information provided relates to which Arts discipline is covered by the opportunity/activity and the type(s) of opportunities/activities offered – each of these was reported on in at least 94% of cases
. At the other extreme, there was a considerable degree of non-reporting on curriculum achievement outcomes for students (only 26% reported) and curriculum level (47% reported).

One interpretation of these findings is that the Arts teachers who are completing the milestone reports may not be linking the opportunities/activities offered to their classroom programmes. If teachers are not clear about the level, strand, and objective on which teaching is based, this will affect the validity of school or classroom judgements about the impact of the programme on student learning and achievement. The data would, therefore, suggest a need for greater coherence of links between the planned classroom programmes and enriching opportunities/ activities provided to students through the Project.

However, considering these findings in light of the results from the survey of schools suggests that the main reason for variability and lack of clarity in the reporting of curriculum-based information, such as how the opportunities/activities link to the Arts curriculum and outcomes for students, may be the considerable involvement of Arts Coordinators in completing the milestone reports. The survey data also suggest that the majority of HODs/Teachers in Charge do focus on particular learning objectives of their classroom programme when selecting opportunities/activities through the Project (refer Table 31). Yet these objectives are not reported to this extent in the milestone reports.

Of most concern here is the lack of information provided in the milestone reports on learning outcomes for students. It is possible that the way this information is asked for and described in the milestone report template (and the exemplar provided) needs to be clarified to assist the Arts Coordinators and other staff who complete the forms, to ensure that they understand that information on learning outcomes requires more than simply a description of the opportunity/activity provided.

8. Suggestions for Future Improvements to the Project

The most common suggestions from Arts Coordinators and HODs/Teachers in Charge for improvements to the Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators Project were for more time or hours to be allocated to the Arts Coordinator and/or more funding to be given to support the role. Because the amount of funding allocated to schools through the Project is not large (a mean of $4,463 for the year), schools have to choose between using the money to cover a small number of hours for the Arts Coordinator, using it to fund opportunities/activities, and using it for a combination of the two. Because of this, although the Ministry expects the funding to cover all disciplines, it is possible that some schools may choose to focus the funding on certain Arts disciplines and/or to use the funding for only part of the year.

Comments regarding the level of funding and the other suggestions for improvement are made in the context of general overall support and appreciation for the Project among survey respondents.

Nearly half (47%) of the suggestions for improvement offered by Arts Coordinators were for more time or hours to be allocated to the Arts Coordinator
 and/or more funding to be given to support the role (Table 76). Other suggested improvements included more support or recognition from staff and students (15%), coordinating or networking with other schools (13%), and more information about Arts opportunities (7%).

In addition, in response to the opportunity to provide “other” comments about the Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators Project, a small proportion of Arts Coordinators voiced concerns or suggested improvements associated with the need for further funding. Such comments, however, were made in the context of the overall support for the Project.

The largest category of suggestions offered by HODs/Teachers in Charge (38%) identified a need to increase the funding available to support the project through explicit requests for more funding and for more hours or time for the Arts Coordinator’s role (Table 77). Other suggested areas for improvement were for changes to the Arts Coordinator role or requirements (8%), more information about Arts opportunities (7%), more visits and more artists (7%), or more information and/or guidance in relation to the Arts Coordinator’s role (6%). However, 8% of respondents identified that no improvements were needed to the project.

When asked to make further comments about the Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators Project, two-fifths of Principals made positive comments. Included among these were comments about how the school had benefited from the Project. When asked the same question, a third of HODs/Teachers in Charge also made purely positive comments and a further fifth made positive comments that included a concern or suggestion for improvement, generally reflecting the issues described above.

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� These schools indicated their plans for opportunities/activities to be held later in the year.


� While we endeavoured to categorise each opportunity/activity according to a single discipline, there remained a small proportion (2%) of opportunities/activities that covered more than one discipline (another 4% were unspecified/unclear).


� One school advised that, although they had been approved to receive funding through the Project, they elected not to take it up in 2003, due to changing priorities for the year. This school was, therefore, removed from the sample, leaving n=154 schools.


� All state and state integrated schools with Year 9+ students are able to apply to participate in the Project. Receipt of funding is subject to the schools providing the Ministry of Education with two half-yearly Milestone reports. Since undertaking this analysis, one school has advised that, although their application for funding under the Project was approved, they elected not to take up that funding in 2003.


� A school’s decile rating indicates the extent to which the school draws its students from low socio-economic communities. Decile 1 schools are the 10% of schools with the highest proportions of students from low socio-economic communities, whereas Decile 10 schools are the 10% of schools with the lowest proportions of these students. Six factors are used in determining a school’s socio-economic indicator. Five of these factors – household income, parents’ occupations, household crowding, parents’ educational qualifications, and parents receiving income support – are based on data on families with school-age children within the catchment area of the school. This information is combined with the sixth factor, school ethnicity data (the proportion of Māori and Pasifika students, and refugee students receiving ESOL support), to determine the school’s socio-economic indicator and thus the school’s decile.


� Main urban areas are very large urban areas centred on a city or major urban centre, with a minimum population of 30,000. Secondary urban areas are centred on the larger regional centres and have a population between 10,000 and 29,999. Minor urban areas are urbanised settlements (outside main and secondary urban areas), centred around smaller towns with a population between 1,000 and 9,999. Rural areas (including rural centres) are areas with a population of up to 999 people, both those living in true rural areas and those living in rural settlements or townships. 


� Note that if a respondent was HOD/Teacher in Charge of two (or more) Arts disciplines, and these disciplines were both (or all) supported by the Secondary Schools Arts Coordinators Project in 2003, the respondent was asked to complete a questionnaire for each discipline. This will have resulted in some double-counting in the data presented in Table 9 and in tables presented subsequently in this report, on questions not related to the specific Arts discipline.


� Achievement Objectives are specific statements given in the curriculum (The Arts in the New Zealand Curriculum) that outline what students at each level of the curriculum are able to achieve. The curriculum, and the Achievement Objectives outlined in it, is divided in the four Arts disciplines, and within those, into four strands: Communicating and Interpreting in the Arts (CI), Understanding the Arts in Context (UC), Developing Practical Knowledge in the Arts (PK), and Developing Ideas in the Arts (DI). In the analysis of the milestone reports, the Achievement Objectives identified in the reports were grouped by strand for ease of analysis.


� A small proportion (2%) of opportunities/activities covered more than one discipline.


� Where schools provided the total cost of an event or production that covered a number of opportunities/activities, the total cost was averaged across the opportunities/activities concerned. Opportunities/activities identified as being “student funded” are not included in the calculations.


� This includes HODs/Teachers in Charge who indicated either that no activities were offered in their discipline or that they did not know whether any activities had been offered in their discipline (refer Table 27).


� The remaining 6% or so were “not specified” or “not clear”.


� Included here were some comments regarding release time to undertake the Arts Coordinator role. This suggests that Arts Coordinators in some schools held another position in the school – it was clear from the responses on a small number of questionnaires that the Arts Coordinator was the HOD/ Teacher in Charge of one of the Arts disciplines.
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
