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Schools 1
· The number of FFP students in primary and secondary schools increased by 42.6 % between 1999 (5,044) and 2000 (7,191). 

· FFP students accounted for almost 1% of the total school population in 2000. They made up 0.2% of the total primary roll and 2.6% of the total secondary roll. 

· Early returns for 2001 indicate continued strong growth (see Appendix 2). 

· 86.9% of primary and 91.1% of secondary FFP students were from Asia in 2000. This was despite a drop in numbers in 1997 as a result of the Asian economic downturn. 

· While the number of Asian FFP students started to recover in 1999, the increase in 2000 was dramatic; an increase of 47.4% over 1999 numbers, representing 97% (2,092) of the overall increase. 

· 30.6% of Asian primary and secondary FFP students were from China, 23% were from Korea and 19.3% were from Japan in 2000. 

· Although the numbers are modest, Europe and the Americas have steadily increased as source regions. 

· The distribution of FFP students throughout New Zealand is uneven. 
· 50% of all FFP students were in the Auckland region in 2000. 

· 2000 figures range from 3,607 FFP students in the Auckland region (1.6% of the total regional roll) to 6 in the West Coast Region (0.1% of the total regional roll). 

· Two other regions had significant FFP student numbers: Canterbury (1,146, or 1.3% of the total regional roll) and Wellington, (629, or 0.8% of total regional roll). 

· Although the number is low, Otago's 462 FFP students represented 1.5% of the total regional roll. 
· In all regions FFP students as a proportion of the total regional roll was significantly higher in secondary schools than in primary schools. 
· Primary school participation rates in the FFP student market are low; 11% of schools had FFP students in 2000, and of those more than a third had only one FFP student. 

· Secondary school participation is higher. Two-thirds of secondary schools had at least one FFP student in 2000. Significantly, half of all FFP students were shared among just 10% of secondary schools. 
· Schools drawing on the highest socio-economic status communities (decile 10 schools) have significantly more FFP students than those drawing on the lowest socio-economic communities (decile 1 schools). 
· In decile 1 schools, FFP students made up 0.04% and 0.27% of the roll in primary and secondary schools respectively while in decile 10 schools FFP students made up 0.46% and 3.76% of the primary and secondary rolls respectively in 2000. 
· Secondary school FFP students are at least twice and sometimes three times as likely as domestic students to study Mathematics, Science, Physics and Chemistry. Comparatively larger proportions also enrol in Economics and Accountancy. 

· Strong growth is forecast for the school sector. 

· Assuming current trends are maintained, growth will continue to be dominated by the Auckland region. 
· It is estimated that by 2005, FFP students will represent between 6 and 9 % of the total secondary school roll in the Auckland and Otago regions. 
· This equates to an addition of between 418 and 1000 students per year to Auckland secondary schools between 2000 and 2005. 
· In some regions FFP students will still represent a small proportion of the total regional roll. For example in Northland and on the West Coast the proportion of FFP students by 2005 will still be under 1% unless strategies are implemented to change this.
Tertiary Sector
· The number of FFP students in the public tertiary sector increased from 3,945 in 1994 to 11,498 in 2000. 

· FFP students represented over 3.9% of the total public tertiary roll in 2000. This compares with a similar percentage for the USA and with around 12% for Australia. 

· The number of public tertiary institutions where FFP students made up over 6% of the total roll increased from 2 in 1999 to 7 in 2000. 

· An estimated 20,000 FFP students were enrolled in New Zealand Private Training Establishments during 2000 (this figure includes English Language Providers). 

· 79.1% of all public tertiary FFP students were from the Asian region in 2000. 
· 31.8% of Asian FFP students were from China, 17.9% were from Malaysia and 12.7% were from Japan in 2000. 
· Numbers from China increased threefold from 1999. Conversely, numbers from Malaysia dropped by 14.8%. 

· Auckland universities and polytechnics dominate the public tertiary FFP student market in terms of numbers. Because data are collected by institution, not location of campus, more detailed statements about regional distribution are not currently possible. 

· Universities accounted for 59 % of public tertiary FFP students in 2000. 

· Polytechnics accounted for 40 % of public tertiary FFP students in 2000. 

· Although polytechnics were initially more affected by the Asian economic downturn than universities, they have been a significant driver of growth since 1998. 
· This polytechnic growth has been strongly driven by a few metropolitan institutions in Auckland. 

· Public tertiary FFP students tend to have strong participation in commercial and business programmes. 

· Depending on the assumptions used, total public tertiary FFP student numbers are projected to increase from 11,498 in 2000 to between 19,000 and 28,000 in 2005.
Introduction
This report sets out the historical growth of foreign fee-paying (FFP) students in the compulsory (i.e. primary and secondary schools) and tertiary sectors. 
An overview is given of trends regarding countries of origin of FFP students, and distribution of FFP students throughout New Zealand by region and socio-economic status of schools' communities. 
A general examination of future growth is made. 
Data for this report have largely been drawn from the July statistical returns made by education providers to the Ministry of Education. 
However, in the case of the private training establishment area in the tertiary sector, the data has been supplemented by information collected by the Department of Statistics.
More details about data sources and definitions are contained in Appendix 1.
Historical Trends
Primary Schools
Numbers 2 3
In the past 8 years (1993-20004) there has been strong overall growth in the number of foreign fee-paying (FFP) students undertaking study at New Zealand primary schools. Numbers have risen from 208 in 1993 to 1,006 in 2000, an increase of 384%.
Growth however, has not been uniform across this period, with a slight decline occurring between 1997 and 1999. This decrease in FFP students coincided with the Asian economic downturn. 
2000 was characterised by very strong growth, with a 90% increase over 1999 numbers.
Figure 1 below illustrates growth over the period 1993 to 2000.

Country of Origin 5
Asia was the main source region of primary FFP students (over 85% in 2000). South Korea was the leading source country providing over half of the students in 2000. In contrast, Taiwan, the next largest country, provided 6% of the total in 2000.
In 2000 there was a significant increase in the numbers of primary FFP students from South Korea, with a 224% increase over the previous year's numbers.

Over the period 1993 to 2000 the majority of primary FFP students studied at schools in the Auckland region, accounting annually for 45-60% of all FFP students. The next largest region, Canterbury, accounted annually for 15-22% over the same time period.

Of those schools who had FFP students in 2000 over a third had only one student.

Growth however, has not been uniform across this period, with a significant slump occurring between 1997 and 1999. This decrease in FFP students coincides with the Asian economic downturn. 
2000 was characterised by very strong growth, with a 36% increase over 1999 numbers, and a 46% increase over 1996 numbers. Preliminary data for 2001 indicate continued growth.
Figure 3 below illustrates growth over the period 1993 to 2000.

Country of Origin 11
Asia was the main source region of secondary FFP students (over 90% in 2000), with the leading source countries being China, Japan and South Korea.
In 2000 there was significant growth in the number of secondary FFP students from China (a 248% increase over the previous year), making China the largest single source country. 
Conversely, the number of students from Thailand and Taiwan dropped over the period 1996 to 2000, while numbers from Korea and Japan grew less than the national trend.

75% of secondary FFP students were in state schools, with the balance split between state integrated and private schools.14 In terms of the percentage of enrolments that FFP students form in each sector, private schools have a slightly higher percentage than either state or state integrated schools. In 2000 FFP students formed 3.6% of the total private secondary school roll, 2.3% of state integrated and 2.2% of state secondary school rolls. The total proportion in secondary schools was 2.3%.
Regional Distribution 15
Over the period 1993 to 2000 the largest group of secondary FFP students studied at schools in the Auckland region, accounting annually for 40-50% of all FFP students. Canterbury and Wellington were the next two largest regions, accounting annually for 15-20% and 8-9% respectively over the same time period.

Individual districts have driven much of the growth within each region. In the Auckland Region for example, Auckland City has risen from having just fewer than 40% of all FFP students in the region in 1993 to having nearly 50% of all FFP students in 2000.16
The bar graph of Figure 6 below illustrates numbers17 of primary and secondary FFP students by region in 2000. The line graph illustrates primary and secondary FFP students as a percentage of the total roll of each region in 2000. It should be noted that the percentage of total regional rolls accounted for by FFP students is higher in secondary schools (averaging 2.3%, but rising to over 3.7% in Auckland). In the senior years of schooling the percentage of FFP students is even higher.

Subject Choice
The Ministry does not currently collect national data on subject choice for secondary FFP students. However, there is some information on subject choice available from a small number of secondary schools involved in a pilot programme for the electronic transfer of statistical returns.24
The data suggest that English as a Second Language is, as to be expected, a very strongly preferred subject for secondary FFP students. In general, the mathematics related subjects and selected sciences tend to have proportionally larger enrolments. Interest is also high in economics and accountancy. 
Table 14 sets out the percentage of FFP students enrolled in years 9 to 1425 undertaking the fifteen most popular subjects in 2000. Caution needs to be exercised with the data due to the small sample size.

Numbers
There has been strong growth in the numbers of foreign fee-paying (FFP) students in public tertiary institutions over the period 1994 to 2000. Over that time numbers have increased by 191%, from 3,945 in 1994 to 11,498 in 2000.
As with schools there was a drop in numbers following the Asian economic downturn in 1997. However there was rapid growth in 2000, with numbers up approximately 34% from 1999.
Figure 10 illustrates growth over the period 1994 to 2000.

Country of Origin
Asia was the main source region of public tertiary FFP students (almost 80% in 2000), with the leading countries being China, Malaysia, Japan and Korea (mostly South Korea), in that order.
In 2000 there was significant growth in the number of public tertiary FFP students from China, with a 302% increase from 1999, making China the largest single source country.
Conversely, the numbers of FFP students Malaysia dropped over the period 1997-2000 from a high of over 37% all public tertiary FFP students in 1996 to approximately 14% in 2000.

Institution Participation
Universities accounted for the largest proportion (59%) of public tertiary FFP students in 2000 (down from 63% in 1994).
Although polytechnics were initially more affected by the Asian economic downturn than universities, they have been a significant driver of growth since 1998. 
University growth from 1999-2000 was also high although this was accentuated by the change from polytechnic to university status of Auckland University of Technology (formally Auckland Institute of Technology), which had 984 FFP students in 2000 (8.6 % of all public tertiary FFP students) and the former Wellington Polytechnic which merged with Massey University in 2000.
Unitech Institute of Technology accounted for 1664 FFP students in 2000, which was the highest number of FFP students at any public tertiary institution in New Zealand (14.5% of all public tertiary FFP students). It also had the second highest number of FFP students as a percentage of overall roll (14.2%). (Lincoln University was higher with 16.9% of the total roll as FFP students.)
Among universities, University of Auckland had 1316 FFP students, the second highest number of FFP students studying at any public tertiary institution (11.5 % of all public tertiary FFP students and representing 4.8% of the total roll).

International Comparison
Figure 15 sets out international students as a proportion of total enrolments in higher education in the `top' 21 countries which host international students. Although countries such as the United States of America, Canada and Japan had much larger numbers of international students studying in their countries, as a proportion of their total enrolments they achieve a similar or lower rank than New Zealand. In a relative sense then, New Zealand is more engaged with international students than crude numbers suggest.

Regional Distribution
There is no direct data available on the regional distribution of FFP public tertiary students. Table 21 provides a regional breakdown of FFP student numbers on the basis of the main campus location of the institution. This breakdown does not, therefore, take into account the fact that institutions may have multiple sites that are in more than one region.29 Although this table under-represents the dominance of Auckland, it does indicate the relatively high growth rate within that region, particularly between 1999 and 2000.

Private Training Establishments
There is no complete data picture available of the private training sector and the data which is available in relation to Private Training Establishments is limited compared to that for the public tertiary sector. 
Ministry of Education Data
1. The Ministry of Education receives statistical returns, in the same way as for public tertiary institutions, from those Private Training Establishments that are in receipt of tuition subsidies from the Ministry and/or are recognised for student loans and allowances. 
This however only represents a minority of the private training providers. It does not include all English Language Providers for example, which concentrate on foreign students. These providers in general do not qualify for the government tuition subsidies or loans and allowances that are only available to New Zealand citizens or permanent residents. 
2. The Ministry also sends a questionnaire to all other Private Training Establishments registered with the New Zealand Qualifications Authority. However, despite a very good response rate, almost a third of the providers reported no students at the time of the survey, which is generally a one-week snapshot in July. This may partly reflect the nature of the provider's business, with a number of short courses being offered throughout the year, as opposed to a full year programme. However, it also reflects the way in which data is requested. As a result, foreign fee-paying (FFP) numbers appear to be lower than is actually the case.
Based on the July snapshot for both funded and unfunded providers, FFP student numbers appear to have been static over the period 1997 to 1999. However returns for 2000 show an increase of almost 64% over 1999 returns. Table 25 sets out the number of FFP students in Private Training Establishments, based on the July snapshot, between 1997 and 2000.

Statistics New Zealand
Statistics New Zealand has conducted two studies of English Language Providers. These form part of its reporting on New Zealand's balance of payments. 
The first study, for the year ended 30 June 1999, was a census of 90 English language providers, which returned 15,718 foreign students. 
The second study, for the year ended 30 June 2000, was a survey of 49 English language providers, which returned 18,054 foreign students. 
The two results are not directly comparable, as one was a full census and the other only a sample of those providers, based on those providers which generated 90% of the tuition revenue in the previous study. However, it can be said that there has probably been at least a 15% increase between the two years.
Country of Origin
Ministry of Education Data 34
There was a significant growth in numbers of FFP students studying in Private Training Establishments in 2000 over 1999. Asia, with almost 89% of foreign students in 2000, was the main source region in the private training sector. The leading source country of FFP students in 2000 was China, with almost 29% of all FFP students in Private Training Establishments. This represents an increase from 80 students in 1999 to 580 students in 2000. 
Although numbers from Japan have actually increased slightly, the proportion has dropped significantly, down from 30% of the total FFP students in Private Training Establishments in 1999 to 20% in 2000.

It should be noted that despite fairly strong growth across the board, some regions are expected to have relatively low numbers of FFP students as a percentage of their total rolls. For example Northland and the West Coast will still be under 1% of their rolls.
A note of caution regarding the basis and likelihood of accuracy of these projections is necessary. As stated previously there have been significant fluctuations in the historical growth patterns at all levels, individual schools, districts, regions and total national numbers, on which the forecasts are based. These fluctuations make forecasting future FFP student numbers difficult.
If different time periods are used in establishing annual growth quite different projections can be obtained. Auckland's future growth in particular, on the basis of current growth rates, could be much higher than that shown in Table 28. Over the period 1993 to 2000 Auckland had an annual increase of approximately 20%. However, between 1993 and 1997, prior to the Asian economic crisis, Auckland was increasing at a rate of 28% per annum. In 2000 Auckland experienced growth of 52%.
The projections are also based on a "no intervention" assumption regarding industry development. It is clearly the case that some regions have the capacity to host much greater numbers than the projections indicate.
Table 30 sets out the required average number of FFP students that would need to be added annually to achieve a 5% proportion of the total secondary roll by 2005 for regions estimated to be below that percentage, under a "no intervention" scenario.42

The lower forecast growth track is based on an average of the number of FFP students that have historically been added each year. Under this forecast, 929 FFP students are added annually, reaching a total of 14,168 FFP students by 2005.43
The higher forecast uses an annual average percentage increase over the period 1993 to 2000, approximately 17% per annum. This results in an increase of 1,447 FFP students in 2001, rising to 3,152 per annum by 2005.44 Under this forecast FFP student numbers are estimated to be 21,865 by 2005.
Great caution is required with these forecasts. There have been significant fluctuations in individual and national historical growth tracks which form the basis for the forecasts. These fluctuations make forecasting future FFP student numbers difficult. 
Appendix 1 
Data Sources and Definitions
Foreign Fee-Paying Students 
"Foreign fee-paying students" includes all international students who pay full fees, but does not include MFAT (Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Trade) scholarship holders or domestic tertiary students who pay partial tuition fees. 
Primary and Secondary
The sections in this report for the primary and secondary school chapters on numbers, regional distribution and school participation use data based on school type. The primary school sections use data returns from primary and intermediate schools, but exclude data from year 7-15 schools and composite schools.
The secondary school sections use data from secondary schools, composite schools and year 7-15 schools.
For this reason the primary school numbers would appear to be lower than is actually the case.45 
The analysis of the data on the country of origin of FFP students uses year of schooling data. Year of schooling (1-15) measures the number of years of schooling a student has received. It provides the Ministry of Education with a method of counting students for funding and staffing purposes that is independent of the way schools are organised or the particular programme of study that a student may be undertaking. 
Therefore, in these sections the primary sector is based on years 1-8, and the secondary sector is based on years 9-15.
Data for both the primary and secondary sector are drawn from the July statistical return made to the Ministry of Education by each school. This return is a headcount of all students enrolled at 1 July and therefore may include part-time students.
Decile number
All schools are given a decile number (1-10), depending on the socio-economic status of the area they serve. Schools with lower decile numbers draw on communities with lower socio-economic status, while schools with higher decile numbers draw on communities with higher socio-economic status. 
Country of Origin
Note that not all countries of origin of FFP students are shown for each region. Countries listed are the main source countries only.
Public Tertiary
Data for the public tertiary sector are, unless stated otherwise, full year cumulative figures based on statistical returns made to the Ministry by public tertiary institutions. The figures do not include students involved in programmes that institutions may have offshore. It is also possible that students involved in very short courses have not been captured.
Private Training Establishments
Private Training Establishments include non-public providers of tertiary programmes and language schools.
Two data sources have been used in this report for the private training area: 
1. Ministry of Education July snapshot data, based on statistical returns made to the Ministry by providers for funded and/or student loans and allowances and unfunded providers.
2. Department of Statistics census/survey of English Language Providers.
Appendix 2
March 2001 Update
At March 2001 there were 9,429 foreign fee-paying students attending New Zealand schools. This compares with 6,034 in March 2000, representing an increase of 49.6%. FFP students accounted for 1.3% of the total school population at the time of the March 2001 return.
Figure 20 illustrates the growth of FFP students based on the March return for schools from 1996 to 2001.

While most FFP students attend state secondary schools, the number of FFP students enrolling in private secondary schools has increased at a greater rate than the average secondary school increase.
