· Regular Roll: Children enrolled at your service on a regular ongoing basis.

· Casual Attendance: Children who attended during the week, but are not booked to attend your service on a regular ongoing basis.
Note: On 31 January 2009 the Minister of Education announced that the 20 hours early childhood education programme is now called 20 Hours ECE. All references to 'Free ECE' in this form or tables produced by your SMS system should be read as the same as 20 Hours ECE.
Ethnicity:  Statistics New Zealand defines Ethnicity as “the ethnic group or groups that people identify with or feel they belong to.  Ethnicity is a measure of cultural affiliation, as opposed to race, ancestry, nationality or citizenship.  Thus, ethnicity is self-perceived and people can affiliate with more than one ethnic group.”

This information is used to monitor the participation, retention and achievement of different ethnic groups in the New Zealand population.
