Reporting Period

The data for this report was generated from the Ministry’s Stand-down and Suspension database on the 16th of February 2001.  It accounts for all suspensions and stand-downs decisions reported to the Ministry of Education in the year 2000.

Stand-downs

A stand-down is the formal removal of a student from school for a specified period, by a school principal.  Stand-downs of a student can total no more than 5 school days in any term, or 10 days in a school year.  The Principal must inform parents and the Ministry of Education of the stand-down.  Parents can request a meeting to discuss the stand-down with the principal.  Following a stand-down students return automatically to school.

Following a suspension the board may decide to lift the suspension (with or without conditions), extend the suspension, or for the most serious cases, either exclude or expel the student.  Only students aged 16 (the ending age of compulsory schooling) or over, may be expelled.
